RE:            New York City Civil Service Commission
                   Section 812 of Chapter 35 of the New York City Charter provides for a City Civil Service Commission.  The Commission (1) has the power to hear and determine appeals by any person aggrieved by an action of the Personnel Director of the City. The Commission may affirm, modify or reverse such action or determination and shall establish rules of procedure to be followed, (2) on its own initiative, or upon request of the Mayor, Council or Personnel Director, shall have the power and duty to conduct reviews, studies, or analyses of the administration of personnel in the city, including the classification of titles by the Personnel Director, and (3) shall prepare and transmit directly to the Mayor, departmental estimates as required by the Charter, and the Mayor shall include these proposed appropriations for the Commission as a separate agency in the budget.

                  The Commission shall consist of five members, not more than three of whom shall be members of the same political party.  The members shall be appointed by the Mayor, from a list of nominations provided by a six member screening committee, of whom four members shall be appointed by the Mayor and two by the municipal labor committee.  The screening committee shall submit the list of nominees upon the occurrence of any vacancy on the commission or at least three months prior to the expiration of the term of an incumbent member.  The members shall be appointed to staggered six year terms and shall be removable in the manner provided for members of a municipal civil service commission in the civil service law.  The Mayor shall designate a member as Chair and Vice Chair, respectively, for one year terms.  The members shall be reimbursed on a per diem basis, the Chair at the rate of $310.85 per diem and the members at $282.07 per diem.

                  At today’s hearing, the Mayor has recommended the following nominee for appointment as a member of the Commission, to serve for the remainder of a six year term, which commenced on March 22, 1997 and will expire on March 21, 2003.
