TITLE:
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the New York City Police Department to collect and report data regarding arrests arising out of domestic violence incidents.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Adds a new section 14-150 to chapter 1 of title 14.

ANALYSIS:
Int. No. 872 would amend Chapter 1 of Title 14 of the administrative code by adding a new Section 14-150, which would mandate the data collection and reporting of information relating to arrests stemming from domestic incidents.

Under Int. No. 872, the commissioner of the New York City Police Department would be required to collect data on all incidents in which a police officer is required to prepare and file a written report upon investigating a crime or offense between members of the same family or household, as mandated by the criminal procedure law and the commissioner’s regulations.  For each domestic incident, data relating to how many arrests were made, as well as certain characteristics of the officers and the individuals involved in the incident would be collected and reported.

Specifically, Section 14-150 would mandate the collection of such important data such as:

(1) whether or not the police made an arrest;

(2)  how many members of the family or household were arrested; 

(3) the gender, race, ethnicity of the officers;

(4) the gender, race, ethnicity of the family or household members involved; 

(5) whether the family or household members spoke a language other than English and, if so, which language was spoken, if known; and

(6) whether any of the police officers involved spoke such language.  

The commissioner of the New York Police Department would be required to report this information to the City Council once every six months.

Section 2 of Int. No. 872 provides that the bill would take effect 60 days after its enactment into law.
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
