RE:            NEW YORK CITY ART COMMISSION
The Committee on Rules, Privileges and Elections will consider on June 5, 2001, one appointment by the Mayor to the New York City Art Commission.

Chapter 37 of the New York City Charter provides for an Art Commission.  Section 851 of this chapter states that the members of the commission shall include the Mayor, or his representative, the president of the Metropolitan Museum of Art, the president of the New York Public Library, the president of the Brooklyn Museum, one painter, one sculptor, one architect, one landscape architect and three other members who shall not be active members in the categories just mentioned or any other fine art profession.  Other than the representatives of the three institutions the other members shall be selected from a list submitted to the Mayor by the Fine Art Federation of New York and shall all be residents of the city and shall serve three year terms.

The Commission shall have final approval with all “works of art” installed or erected or to be installed or erected upon or over land belonging to the city.  The Commission shall examine all works of art belonging to the city and may request an agency to move a work of art to a more suitable location.  The Commission shall have advisory oversight over all art belonging to the city and agencies shall maintain lists of all art in their possession and notify the Commission of a proposed change in use or relocation.

The Mayor has nominated ESTRELLITA BRODSKY who will fill a vacancy for one of three lay members on the Art Commission, for the remainder of a three year term, which term will expire on December 31, 2003.
