MEMORANDUM IN SUPPORT
Title:  A local law requiring all city agencies exclusively purchase recycled motor oil for use in all city vehicles.

Type of Legislation:  Local Law

Introduced by:  Speaker Gifford Miller
Reason for Support:

Motor Oil does not wear out; it just gets dirty.  Through re-refining, used oil can be used over and over without diminishing its lubricating quality.  Only one gallon of used oil is needed to produce 2.5 quarts of lubricating oil, whereas 42 gallons of crude oil would be needed for the same 2.5 quarts of oil.  In addition, re-refining used oil takes 70% less energy than refining crude oil.

The New York City Department of Sanitation is using re-refined oil in all of its trucks with great success.  This Local Law would require all city vehicles to use re-refined oil.  This will protect the environment and help close the oil recycling loop.
