Resolution urging George W. Bush and the United States government to declare the Palestinian Authority and the Palestinian Liberation Organization to be terrorist Organizations, and urging the government of the United States to take such actions as are required by law and pursuant to treaty obligations with the United Nations to close the offices of the Palestinian Authority in the City of New York.
On Tuesday, July 9, 2002, the City Council’s Committee on Cultural Affairs, Libraries and International Intergroup Relations, chaired by Council Member Jose M. Serrano, will conduct a hearing on Proposed Resolution No. 7-A, which urges President George W. Bush and the United States government to declare the Palestinian Authority and the Palestinian Liberation Organization as terrorists organizations.  Proposed Resolution No. 7-A also urges the government of the United States to take such actions as are required by law and pursuant to treaty obligations with the United Nations to close the offices of the Palestinian Authority in New York City.  Expected to testify at the hearing are representatives from various organizations.  A copy of proposed Resolution No. 7-A is attached. 

PROPOSED RESOLUTION NO. 7-A


Proposed Resolution No. 7-A, as noted above, urges George W. Bush and the United States government to declare the Palestinian Authority and the Palestinian Liberation Organization to be terrorist organizations.  The proposed resolution further urges the government of the United States to take such actions as are required by law and pursuant to treaty obligations with the United Nations to close the offices of the Palestinian Authority in the City of New York.


The proposed resolution emphasizes that hundreds of innocent civilians have been killed in Israel by Palestinian terrorist acts over the last year and a half.  The proposed resolution specifically notes the suicide bombings that took place during the week of March 27-March 31, 2002. 


The proposed resolution stresses that the Palestinian Authority and the Palestinian Liberation Organization, under the leadership of Yasser Arafat, have failed to effectively speak out against terrorism and have further failed to take effective action to prevent such terrorist acts or to capture and punish the sponsor and leaders of terror.  The proposed resolution concludes that the Palestinian Authority is a governmental entity that shelters, supports and sponsors terrorist groups, and therefore, a governmental entity that President George W. Bush and the United States government have pledged themselves to eradicate. 
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
