Title:

A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the Animal Shelters and Sterilization Act.

Sponsor:
By Council Member Quinn (by request of the Mayor); also Council Member Moskowitz 

Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend Paragraphs (1) and (2) of subdivision (c) of Section 17-802 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York. This legislation will temporarily reduce the hours of intake at the full-service animal shelters for lost, stray, or homeless dogs and cats from 24 hours per day, seven days per week, to 12 hours per day, seven days per week.  This legislation will also temporarily decrease the days and hours in which adoptions take place, from 12 hours per day, seven days per week, to 6 hours per day, five days per week.  For both intake and adoptions, the full-service animal shelters will include both Saturday and Sunday as days of operation.  The period in which the reduction in intake and adoption hours and days will begin is from July 1, 2002 to December 31, 2004.  Beginning January 1, 2005, full service shelters shall accept dogs and cats 24 hours per day, seven days per week, and maintain and operate an adoption program open at least 8 hours per day, seven days per week. The full-service animal shelters refer to those facilities which are required to have a permit issued pursuant to subdivision (b) of Section 161.09 of the New York City Health Code.  

Effective Date:
 This legislation would take effect immediately; provided, however, that section 17-803, which requires that there be a full-service animal shelter in each borough, will take effect January 1, 2006 with respects to the boroughs of the Bronx and Queens.

There will be no impact on revenues as a result of this legislation.

Impact on Expenditures:
By reducing the hours of intake for lost, stray or homeless dogs and cats from 24 hours per day, seven days per week, to 12 hours per day, seven days per week, and reducing the days and hours in which adoptions can take place, from 12 hours per day, seven days per week, to 6 hours per day, five days per week, the City anticipates that there will be a savings of approximately $1,000,000 in Fiscal 2003.  This reduction in the Department’s budget is already reflected in the Mayor’s Executive Budget for Fiscal 2003.
