TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing the penalties for the sale of aerosol spray paint cans and broad tipped indelible markers.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:

Amends subdivisions (f) and (g) of Section 10-117.

I. Introduction

Today, the Committee on Public Safety will consider Proposed Ints 243-A and 286-A.

II. Proposed Int. 243-A – A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the possession, sale and display of etching acid.

Specific Provisions of the Bill (See Attachment A)


Proposed Int. 243-A amends § 10-117 of the administrative code by making it illegal to carry any etching acid into any public building or other public facility with the intent to write, paint or draw any inscription, figure or mark of any type on any public or private building or other structure without the express permission of the owner or operator of the property. Proposed Int. 243-A also makes it illegal to sell or offer to sell any etching acid to any person under eighteen years of age.  In addition, such etching acid may not be on public display.

“Etching acid” is defined as any “liquid, cream, paste or similar chemical substance that can be used to sketch, draw, carve, sketch, engrave, or otherwise alter, change or impair the physical integrity of glass or metal.”

III. Proposed Int. 286-A– A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing the penalties for the sale of aerosol spray paint cans and broad tipped indelible markers.

Specific Provisions of the Bill (See Attachment C)
Int. 286 amends § 10-117 (f) and (g) by increasing the penalty for any person who has previously been convicted of defacing property with graffiti, or selling aerosol spray paint cans or broad tipped indelible markers to a person under eighteen years of age.  Specifically, Proposed Int. 286-A indicates that any “person who has been previously convicted of violating the provisions of this section (§ 10-117) shall be guilty of a class A misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not more than one thousand dollars or imprisonment of not more than one year, or both.”

Furthermore, any “person who has been previously convicted of violating the provisions of this section (§ 10-117) shall be liable for a civil penalty of not more than one thousand dollars for each violation which may be recovered in a proceeding before the environmental control board.”

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This local law shall take effect 120 days after enactment.
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
