Summary of Legislation:  The proposed legislation would eliminate all gender-related terminology in New York City documents, materials and laws, including, but not limited to the term “councilman,” the term councilmanic,” or the use of the pronoun “he,” “his,” or “him” in reference to an elected official, commissioner or similar person.  The legislation is prospective; no agency would be required to dispose of any materials that were produced prior to its enactment.

This local law shall take effect 60 days after it is enacted.
