Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to sidewalk cafes, and to repeal subdivisions (c), (d) and (l) of section 20-226 of such code.



Sponsor:
Katz, Reed, Avella, and Weprin (by the request of the Mayor).
Summary of Legislation: This legislation would revise the definition of sidewalk cafés and designate the Department of Consumer Affairs as the agency responsible for the entire license approval process. The licensing process would be reduced from 226 to 110 days. The legislation would also modify license, consent and violation fees. This law would also eliminate the requirement for the Department of Consumer Affairs to consult the Department of City Planning, the Department of Transportation, the Department of Environmental Protection, and the Landmarks Preservation Commission in the licensing process. 

The license fee would be $510 for a two-year license. A licensed café found in violation of  the law shall be liable for a civil penalty of at least $200 and not more than $1,000 for the first violation, and between $200 and $1,000 for subsequent violations occurring on the same day; and between $500 and $2,000 for the second violation and subsequent violations at the same place of business within a two-year period, and at least $1,000 and not more than $4,000 for each subsequent violation.   

Operating an unlicensed sidewalk café would warrant a civil penalty between $200 and $1,000 for the first violation, between $200 and $1,000 for each additional violation occurring on the same day, and between $500 and $2,000 for the second violation and each subsequent violation at the same location within a two-year period. 

Effective Date: This local law would take effect forty-five days after its enactment into law.

Impact on Revenues:  According to the Department of Consumer Affairs, this bill would generate no additional revenue in Fiscal 2003, and in Fiscal 2004 the Department anticipates generating revenue from consent fees and license fees in the amount of  $2,763,456.

Impact on Expenditures:  The Department of Consumer Affairs has proposed twelve new positions at a personal service cost of $287,225 in Fiscal 2003 and a cost of $593,657 in Fiscal 2004.
