TITLE:

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to restricting the use of mobile telephones in a place of public performance.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Adds a new section 24-218.1 to subchapter 3 of chapter 2 of Title 24 and amends subchapter 8 of chapter 2 of Title 24 by adding an entry to Table V of Section 24-257

            On August 15, 2002, Int. No. 257 was introduced at the Council’s Stated Meeting.  It was subsequently amended following public hearings of the Consumer Affairs Committee on September 24, 2002 and October 21, 2002.  On November 19, 2002, the Committee on Consumer Affairs approved the current version of 257-A, and the full Council passed it on December 18, 2002.  On January 13, 2003, the Mayor vetoed the bill.  The corresponding Mayoral message, M411, was presented to the City Council at the Stated Meeting on January 29, 2003. 


Today, the Committee will vote on whether to override the Mayor’s veto of Int. No. 257-A.  For procedural clarity, the Committee will be voting once on two coupled items.  The first item is a motion to receive and file M411, which is done for the purpose of completing the record.  A “yes” vote to this item will only mean that M411 is accepted into the official record of the Council proceedings and does not mean agreement with its contents.  The second item is the following substantive motion: “Shall Int. No. 257-A pass, the objection of the Mayor notwithstanding?”  
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
