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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Good afternoon,

          3  everyone.  I appreciate everyone's patience this

          4  afternoon as we go through a lot of different issues

          5  and different topics that have come up in the last

          6  week or so.  I think that we will find that with all

          7  of the consultations and compromises that we come

          8  out for the betterment of the City of New York.

          9                 I am going to go through the agenda

         10  today, and then I am going to make some comments on

         11  some interesting circumstances about this meeting

         12  today.  I am then going to ask an agency to please

         13  testify at my request, and then we will open it up

         14  for comments from some of the members.

         15                 Land Use No. 128, is in Bill Perkins'

         16  District, this is a designation, a disposition to

         17  facilitate the construction of a six- story building

         18  with 29 units of rental housing and rehab of a

         19  building with 15 units of rental housing.

         20                 L.U. No. 130, is in Council Member

         21  Boyland's District. C- 020276 HAK, designation and

         22  disposition to facilitate rehabilitation of an

         23  existing building for use as a community facility.

         24                 L.U. No. 131, C- 020287 DMK, it is in

         25  Council Member Davis' District.  It is a disposition
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          2  of City- owned land.

          3                 L.U. No. 218 is a special permit for

          4  the expansion of a nursing home.  For the record,

          5  Councilman Avella did ask the nursing home if there

          6  were any outstanding violations at his Subcommittee

          7  hearing.  He was told that there is none, and we

          8  appreciate his question.

          9                 Councilman Lanza's District, L.U. No.

         10  223, it is the disposition of property.  We are

         11  deleting 12 properties at the Council Member's

         12  request.  Anyone needs to know the properties?  It

         13  is in the record at the Subcommittee hearing.  That

         14  is C- 020051 PPR.

         15                 The rest are UDAAPs, Land Use No.

         16  124, 125, 143, 144, 159, and 160.

         17                 We have a request from Council Member

         18  Koppell to leave his vote, he has another

         19  commitment.  So I would like to give him the

         20  opportunity.  Council Member Koppell.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL:  Thank you.

         22  I vote aye on all.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Thank you very

         24  much.  There is an issue in Councilman Perkins'

         25  District with regard to a 41- unit building.  At the
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          2  Subcommittee, the Subcommittee voted to turn down

          3  the request.  We have since had several

          4  conversations, and I am going to give the Chairman

          5  of the Subcommittee and the Councilman's whose

          6  district it affects, an opportunity to speak on the

          7  topic. At the end of today, it is my hope, that with

          8  the Subcommittee's statement, Chair's statement and

          9  with the Councilman's statement from that district,

         10  and with HPD's testifying today, it is my hope at

         11  the end of the day that we have a motion to approve.

         12                 So at this point, I would like to ask

         13  Deputy Commissioner Rosenberg to please come up and

         14  discuss the project and discuss the conversation he

         15  has had with Council Member Perkins.

         16                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER ROSENBERG:  Thank

         17  you, Chairwoman Katz.  I am Joe Rosenberg.  I am

         18  Deputy Commissioner for Planning and

         19  Intergovernmental Affairs for HPD.  With me is my

         20  colleague, Assistant Commissioner Jim Gardella, who

         21  is head of Local Legislative Affairs.

         22                 We have been working with Council

         23  Member Perkins on a project that is located at 130-

         24  136 West 112th Street, in his district, it is known,

         25  it is a Cornerstone Project, a 41- unit development,
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          2  with 12 of the units being rehabed in an existing

          3  building, and 29 new construction.  The Councilman

          4  has brought up a series of issues that we have

          5  discussed rather lengthy, and I would like to

          6  indicate the resolution, at least, what we hope in

          7  resolution will be on some of them.

          8                 He has been concerned for some time

          9  on something called Community Board Preference.  HPD

         10  has had a policy for many years, I believe 18 or so

         11  where we allowed a Community Board Preference in a

         12  community where a project was being constructed or

         13  rehabed.  We have realized that there is an interest

         14  among many folks that Community Board residents need

         15  to have a greater ability to reside in the districts

         16  where housing is being constructed.  And

         17  accordingly, after several conversations, we have

         18  agreed that a change in the Community Board

         19  Preference from 30 to 50 percent is warranted and

         20  would end up benefiting the residents of the City of

         21  New York.  This is something that Councilman Perkins

         22  brought up with us several months ago.  It was a

         23  point well taken.  At that point, we had not

         24  discussed the specific number of 50 percent, but

         25  after some contemplation, we realized that the

          2  timing is good after many years to make it 50

          3  percent.  So this is something that you will all

          4  see, when developments are built in your district,

          5  so the percentage goes from 30 to 50 percent for

          6  Community Board.

          7                 Secondly, Councilman Perkins

          8  expressed some concerns about the rents in this

          9  project of 41 units.  And what we were able to do

         10  after lengthy discussions was to reduce them

         11  somewhat.  He was very clear that his main concerns

         12  were dealing with affordability to families.  So

         13  accordingly, the vast majority of the units in this

         14  project, 31 of the 41 are two bedrooms.  So what we

         15  were able to do, is to reduce, - -  the cap that was

         16  allowed under the Cornerstone Program was $1,775 for

         17  a two- bedroom unit. And after several discussions

         18  with Councilman Perkins and the developer and other

         19  folks we were able to reduce that to $1,650.

         20                 Our hope, our expectation is that

         21  this will render it much more affordable to many of

         22  the constituents that the Councilman has concerns

         23  with.

         24                 Another issue that has come up, and

         25  this is kind of a more continuing issue, one that we
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          2  always try to focus on is the issue of minority

          3  contractors.  Certainly, it is very important, from

          4  our perspective as we believe it is from yours that

          5  people who work in the community, minority

          6  contractors, other folks have the opportunity to

          7  participate in the development of the project.  I

          8  know that on the Community Board level, the builder,

          9  Jerry Saloma (phonetic) indicated his interest in

         10  speaking with any minority contractors that the

         11  Board might want to send his way.

         12                 One of the initiatives at the agency

         13  to ensure that folks that have not been able

         14  previously to participate in the construction or the

         15  subcontracting of our housing projects have a

         16  chance.  So, and this is addressed not just to the

         17  Council, but of course, to your colleagues as well.

         18  If you have constituents, if you have folks who are

         19  interested in working on affordable housing, be it

         20  rehabilitation or construction, we need to hear from

         21  them, we need to hear from you, because perhaps they

         22  just need their foot in the door on some small jobs

         23  at first, but that is the way that they can become

         24  part of the rebuilding of the City of New York.  So

         25  that is something that we are dedicated to, that we
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          2  are wedded to and we can use your help on this as

          3  well.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Thank you, Deputy

          5  Commissioner. You might just want to stick around.

          6  I am going to ask Councilman Perkins, if I may, to

          7  speak first on the topic.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Thank you

          9  very much, Chairwoman Katz, and I want to, if you do

         10  not mind, take a moment to especially thank the

         11  Chairman, Miguel Martinez of our Subcommittee on

         12  Planning and Dispositions, for the extraordinary

         13  leadership and support that he and the members of

         14  that Committee provided to me, when this project

         15  came before them.  It was a very urgent matter, they

         16  expeditiously looked into it and enabled to put

         17  myself on behalf of my community into a position

         18  where the Resolution that articulate by HPD was able

         19  to come into fruition.             It is a

         20  Resolution that begins with us, for some time now,

         21  expressing to one and all, HPD, to my colleagues in

         22  the Council, in discussions with my constituents,

         23  that the manner in which development has been taking

         24  place in the City, and particularly in my district,

         25  while on one hand welcomed, on another hand was
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          2  creating some difficulties.  It was a matter that

          3  required some immediate attention and some immediate

          4  efforts to resolve the fact that folks who were

          5  living in our neighborhoods, who we are extensively

          6  supporting, supposedly supporting, were not getting

          7  the opportunities that we were bringing into the

          8  neighborhood.  We were bringing home the bacon, but

          9  they were not getting their share of it.

         10                 And it was an awkward position to be

         11  in, and I am happy to say that that concern has been

         12  heard by this Committee. I want to, again, thank

         13  Councilwoman Katz for her support in helping address

         14  this.  That concern was heard loud and clear by HPD,

         15  they shared with you the resolution of that concern,

         16  particularly as it relates to this project.  A

         17  project that we would like to see developed in the

         18  neighborhood, and we see it as a step in the right

         19  direction towards making it more community

         20  accessible, more community friendly.  And I think it

         21  ends, however, at some point, with looking at this

         22  in a more global way, above and beyond this

         23  particular project, looking at how the Council, HPD

         24  can continue to do development, can continue to

         25  improve our communities in such a way that it is
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          2  affordable to the majority of the people in our

          3  communities, so that it is a more community-

          4  friendly approach.

          5                 I think that that spirit is the

          6  spirit that has characterized this discussion, this

          7  negotiation.  And I am pleased that it has taken

          8  place and that it has come to this type of

          9  resolution.  I want to take a moment to thank my

         10  Legislative Director, Denise Manott (phonetic), who

         11  worked so hard, all night long, to make this happen

         12  for us.  And as always, the many staff, I want to

         13  thank them for what they do and the efforts that

         14  they have made to address this problem, not only in

         15  this particular, but also in the more global sense.

         16  And, I guess, I want to also finally thank the

         17  Speaker's Office, particularly Forrest Taylor for

         18  his intervention in the matter.  And last, but not

         19  least, HPD was responsive, the developer, Jerry

         20  Saloma was responsive, and I want to give them some

         21  appreciation, as well.

         22                 Thank you.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  I would like to

         24  ask the Subcommittee Chair, Miguel Martinez to make

         25  a statement.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ:  Thank you,

          3  Madam Chair. First of all, let me commend Council

          4  Member Perkins for taking a stand for his

          5  constituents in addressing the issue that many of

          6  our community's constituents fear the issue of

          7  displacement and the issue of ensuring that we have

          8  affordable housing in our community.

          9                 As Madam Chair mentioned, the

         10  Subcommittee on Disposition took a yes vote in

         11  disapproving L.U. 128.  At this time, Madam Chair, I

         12  want to ask the members of the Committee to

         13  reconsider the position and approve L.U. 128 with

         14  the conditions that are already set.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Thank you very

         16  much.  I want to thank my colleagues who wanted to

         17  ask questions, and have agreed not to in the

         18  interest of time.  But I will tell you that the

         19  conversations I have just had with both members, I

         20  know it is a conversation that all of us, a concern

         21  all of us share, and we have had this discussion

         22  right before hand, is the issue of subsidized

         23  housing and this issue of developing the housing in

         24  all of our districts.

         25                 And just so the Committee knows,
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          2  Councilman Perkins, myself, Forrest Taylor on behalf

          3  of the Speaker, HPD have already had discussions on

          4  forming some sort of a Committee Task Force or

          5  meetings in order to look at this throughout the

          6  City of New York and the equities of it, and how we

          7  can best further serve our populations.  So that is

          8  a subject that we know, really it is a broader

          9  picture and we understand that.

         10                 So I want to thank my colleagues for

         11  that.  I want to thank HPD for coming.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Just one

         13  small matter, I know that HPD significantly

         14  articulated what we agreed to.  It would be

         15  appreciated if that could be put in writing.

         16                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER ROSENBERG:  Yes.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  I know you

         18  can go, you know, with all the details to the

         19  Committee?  Thank you.

         20                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER ROSENBERG:  Of

         21  course, we will do that, we will put it in writing.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Thank you.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Thank you very

         24  much.

         25                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER ROSENBERG:  And
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          2  we will give you a copy as well as your colleagues.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  I want to - -

          4                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER ROSENBERG:

          5  Ready?

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  We are done, thank

          7  you very much.

          8                 DEPUTY COMMISSIONER ROSENBERG:  Okay,

          9  thank you very much.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  I would like to,

         11  on a personal note, really thank the Subcommittee

         12  Chair Martinez, because it is very difficult once

         13  the Subcommittee votes, to come back, and we are

         14  doing a recommendation to approve.  Normally, if

         15  time had sort of allowed it, and it was not a

         16  quarter to one when we started the meeting, we might

         17  have reconvened the Subcommittee, but I appreciate

         18  his statements and the Subcommittee's indulgence in

         19  all of this, and of course, the Councilman's.

         20                 Is there any other discussion?

         21  Hearing no objection, I would like the clerk to call

         22  the roll.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Katz.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Aye on all.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Perkins.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Aye on all,

          3  and thank everyone.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Rivera.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA:  Aye on all.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Avella.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA:  Aye on all.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Barron.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON:  Aye on all.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Comrie.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE:  Aye on all.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Felder.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  Aye on all.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Gioia.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA:  I vote yes to

         16  all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Koppell.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL:  Aye on all.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Martinez.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ:  Aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK:  McMahon.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER MCMAHON:  Aye on all.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Vann.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  Aye on all.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Lanza.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA:  May I explain

          3  my vote, Madam Chair?

          4                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Yes.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA:  Thank you.  I

          6  just want to briefly commend Council Member Perkins

          7  for fighting so diligently and effectively on behalf

          8  of his community in attempting to secure affordable

          9  housing.  And to say that it was my pleasure, Madam

         10  Chair, to work with the Chair Miguel Martinez and

         11  the members of the Subcommittee in supporting

         12  Council Member Perkins in that regard, yesterday.

         13  And I am especially gratified that working together

         14  with this Committee staff and HPD, that you were

         15  able to resolve those issues for the betterment of

         16  your community.

         17                 And so, I vote aye on all, and

         18  including the reconsideration of the vote yesterday.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Is that the roll?

         20  Yes, read the roll, we are not finished with the

         21  meeting yet.  Go ahead.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK:  The vote stands at 13

         23  in the affirmative, no negative, and no abstentions.

         24    And the vote is open.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  We are going to
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          2  leave the vote open for another half- hour.  James

          3  Gardella, I understand is retiring, and Council

          4  Member Comrie would like to make a comment.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE:  I just wanted

          6  to, I just found out as we were coming into the Land

          7  Use meeting - -  It's okay, but you already spilled

          8  the entire information.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  I thought it was

         10  known.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE:  Well, I just

         12  wanted to say that I appreciate his professionalism

         13  over the years.  I have had an opportunity to work

         14  with him in a prior capacity, and my predecessor

         15  worked with him extensively, and he will be a loss

         16  to City government.  But he has put in 31 years, and

         17  he still looks pretty good, so he wants to move onto

         18  some other endeavors while he is still healthy and

         19  functioning.  So, I just want to congratulate you

         20  for your service to the City and thank you.  And I

         21  hope that you have a productive and healthy and long

         22  retirement.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Madam Chair,

         24  I would like to chime in on that - -

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Yes.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: - -  thunder

          3  you stole from Leroy.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  I thought it was

          5  known, nobody tells me anything.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  I wanted to

          7  make that announcement, myself, but you know, - -

          8                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  You know what,

          9  Bill?  It was payback.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  It was

         11  payback is right.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Council Member

         13  Perkins.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Anyway, I

         15  just want to briefly express my appreciation for

         16  Jim.  We have not always agreed, I am not sure if we

         17  ever, ever started out agreeing, frankly.  But more

         18  often than not we have wound up together at the end

         19  of the process, similar to what has happened with

         20  regard to this project.  And so he has shown himself

         21  to be a person, who takes a position, but is

         22  flexible enough to come to a better decision at the

         23  appropriate time, at least in my experience with

         24  him.

         25                 So I just want to thank him for the
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          2  work that he has done with me over the years that I

          3  have been in the Council, and obviously, for what he

          4  has done with everyone in the City Council and the

          5  City of New York.  And I know he has lived through

          6  several Mayors, so there is something working on his

          7  behalf that has allowed him to travel through so

          8  many different Administrations. So thank you very

          9  much.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Council Member

         11  Martinez.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ:  Yes, Madam

         13  Chair, thank you.  I just want to join in, first of

         14  all, thanking Jim for all his help.  When the

         15  Speaker assigned me to Chair the Committee on

         16  Disposition, Jim was very helpful in helping me and

         17  the members of the Committee understand the whole

         18  process.  And whenever we call on Jim, he always has

         19  an answer for us, if he does not, he usually is

         20  digging for them, but he usually gets answers.

         21                 Jim, thank you for all your help, and

         22  happy and long life in your retirement, and you will

         23  be missed.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Anyone else on the

         25  same topic? All right, if not, HPD is still in the
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          2  room and I would like to give, since we voted, so

          3  everyone, the pressure is off, I would like to give

          4  Council Member Barron a chance just to comment.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON:  I just wanted

          6  to thank Council Member Perkins for raising those

          7  issues, the very serious issue of housing.  And I am

          8  glad that the Chairperson is going to have continued

          9  discussions on it, because it is a very, very

         10  serious problem.  Housing is no longer affordable in

         11  many of our districts, and we, the problem that we

         12  are having, if the median income is $30,000 and

         13  people, developers come to us and say, yes, people

         14  can afford this amount of money for a house or

         15  rentals, they are talking about the top folk.  So

         16  the people above the $30,000, the median income

         17  being the half- way mark, the people above can

         18  afford it.  And oftentimes that makes it appear as

         19  though our community can afford it.  But those below

         20  $30,000 are having real struggles.  So I want to

         21  thank Council Member Perkins, and it is very

         22  difficult for us to come back, and I am sure even

         23  with him, he is trying his best to work with the

         24  situation, but even to come back with $1,650, you

         25  know, is a struggle, and he is trying to work with
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          2  the situation, and saying, all right, I will do the

          3  $1,650. I am certain, Bill, would feel much better

          4  with $1,200 or $1,300 or $1,400 or something in that

          5  range, or even lower, or $900, or $800, or $500, or

          6  free, but he is working with it.  But it is a very

          7  serious issue.

          8                 And I hope that we can encourage

          9  developers to seek subsidies and get subsidies and

         10  not discourage them, let me not say discourage them,

         11  but let them know that it might be easier for you to

         12  win the bid, if you do not have subsidies, because

         13  when that happens, they take it out on the buyers.

         14  And we want to make sure that the buyers and the

         15  renters do not have to pay for all of that.

         16                 So I think that we need to really

         17  look at that, that situation of around the question

         18  of subsidies.  But thank you, Madam Chair.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Thank you,

         20  Councilman.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Thank you,

         22  Councilman.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Council Member

         24  Gioia, did you still want to make a comment?

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA:  Just very
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          2  briefly, Chairwoman Katz.  First of all, thank you

          3  to you and co- chairs and Council Member Perkins for

          4  bringing this issue before us today.  Obviously,

          5  affordable housing is one of the most important and

          6  toughest issues we are facing as a City.  My

          7  questions and comments for HPD were really more in

          8  the details of their proposal to open up to 50

          9  percent of the Community Board.  I applaud the

         10  spirit of it and the intent of it to open it up to

         11  people in the community, and I really do hear

         12  Council Member Perkins when he says that a concern

         13  in neighborhoods is that benefits are being bestowed

         14  on people who are not actually from that

         15  neighborhood, it is certainly a concern in my

         16  neighborhood.

         17                      But I do want to speak, and I

         18  will continue to have that conversation with HPD

         19  after this hearing about the details of opening it

         20  up to a Community Board.  Specifically, my concerns

         21  are, as we all know, Community Board members can be

         22  a Community Board for one of two reasons, either you

         23  live in the neighborhood or you have business

         24  interest in the neighborhood. And in my particular

         25  district, it is really, there are people who do not
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          2  reflect the social economic status of the

          3  neighborhood who are on the Board, because they

          4  actually have businesses, and on the Long Island

          5  waterfront some of those businesses are substantial.

          6  So I just want to speak to them about the details of

          7  opening up to the neighborhood.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Sure.  I, yes,

          9  just so you know, to make it clear, we are talking

         10  about community preference as opposed to the

         11  individual members of the Board.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA:  I am sorry, I

         13  was confusing that with the issue in Brooklyn where

         14  they are opening it up to, it is 30 percent of the

         15  Community Board.  Is that what the rates are?

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  No, what

         17  they mean is -                CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  The

         18  residents of the community.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA:  The residents

         20  of the Community Board.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  It is the

         22  residents of the community.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA:  Thank you.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Any other

         25  business?

          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  Yes.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  I think - -

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  But not in

          5  front of the public, I just wanted to know - -

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Oh, I think,

          7  basically, it is very simple.  We all have Community

          8  Boards, the preference is not for the Board member,

          9  it is for the residents within that Board district.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  How, who

         11  decides that?

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Well, no one

         13  decides that per se.  It is just that it is

         14  earmarked for the residents of that neighborhood of

         15  50 percent of the apartments, or whatever.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  Fifty percent

         17  of the apartments would have - -

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  As opposed

         19  to 30 percent.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  Who live in

         21  that Community Board?

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  Who live in

         23  that Community Board.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Right.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  As opposed
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          2  to 30 percent, which was the prior number.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  And who

          4  decides that?

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS:  HPD monitors

          6  it to make sure that it happens.  But, of course, if

          7  you are a good Councilman, you better monitor it

          8  yourself.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Okay, any other

         10  comments? Council Member Nelson, just walked in.

         11  Where is he?  How do you vote?

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON:  Aye.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Thank you,

         14  Councilman.  I appreciate everybody's patience

         15  today.  I especially want to thank the staff, who

         16  usually takes the brunt of all of this.

         17                 Council Member Vann.   Excuse me,

         18  could we have some order.  Sorry, I do not know,

         19  Council Member Vann.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  Yes, I just

         21  want to make one brief comment that when I grow up,

         22  I want to be like Council Member Perkins, for the

         23  record.  Thank you.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER MONSERRATE:  Madam

         25  Chair.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Council Member

          3  Monserrate, how do you vote?

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER MONSERRATE:  Aye on

          5  all.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ:  Thank you very

          7  much.  Meeting adjourned.

          8                 (Subsequently, Council Members Nelson

          9  and Monserrate voted aye on all, changing the vote

         10  to 15 in the affirmative, none in the negative, with

         11  no abstentions.)
