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          1  COMMITTEE ON PARKS AND RECREATION

          2                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Good afternoon.

          3  My name is Joe Addabbo, and I Chair the Parks and

          4  Recreation Committee meeting.  We are going to go

          5  through some opening statements, we will then

          6  introduce the members of the City Council seated

          7  here with me.  We will then read over the 81 names

          8  we are entertaining today for proposed name changes,

          9  and then we will hear any testimony, and then

         10  ultimately, the Committee will vote on the 81 names.

         11                 Today, this Committee will be

         12  honoring a portion of those individuals who were

         13  lost on September 11, 2001.  We will hear the names

         14  of 81 individuals, some of whom are firefighters,

         15  police officers and every day workers.  More

         16  importantly, they were sons, they were daughters,

         17  they are mothers and fathers, brothers and sisters.

         18                 On September 11, 2001, the terrorist

         19  attack on this City claimed thousands of lives.

         20  They destroyed an icon of American business, but

         21  they did not destroy our spirit.  The spirit of

         22  these individuals did not die that day, but they

         23  live on in our hearts and in our minds.

         24                 September 11, 2001, it was a day that

         25  nearly crippled this City and Country, and saddened
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          2  us all.  But it was also a day that we showed the

          3  world that we are the most strong, most resilient,

          4  and most proud, when put to the test.  September

          5  11th made us stronger, closer, and more proud of our

          6  City and Country.

          7                 Our City needs to preserve the

          8  memories of these loved ones, as we are all

          9  anticipating the memorial at the site. It is

         10  important also, to honor those individuals on a more

         11  intimate level, where they lived, where they worked

         12  and where they played. Although, a street name

         13  change or second name change will not heal all the

         14  wounds of September 11th, 2001, it might provide a

         15  little comfort to the families of the victims to

         16  know that their loved ones will be remembered for

         17  generations to come.

         18                 At this point I would like to

         19  introduce the colleagues who are here with me today

         20  at the Committee meeting.  To my far left, we have

         21  Robert Jackson, Council Member Jose Serrano, Council

         22  Member Gale Brewer, Council Member Helen Foster,

         21                 Those are the 81 individuals that we

         22  are recognizing today for a proposed either second

         23  name change or area change.

         24                 At this point, we are going to call

         25  upon testimony given by two individuals, Deputy
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          2  Assistant Chief Tom Cashin from the New York Fire

          3  Department,  and Captain Kerry Sweet from the New

          4  York Police Department.  Gentlemen, give your

          5  testimony.  Just introduce yourselves to the

          6  Committee, please, and give your testimony.

          7                 CAPTAIN SWEET:  In the spirit of

          8  cooperation we have agreed that I will go first.  My

          9  name Captain Kerry Sweet.  I am from the New York

         10  City Police Department.  I currently serve as the

         11  Executive Officer of the Legal Bureau.

         12                 DEPUTY ASSISTANT CHIEF CASHIN:

         13  Sorry, about that. Tom Cashin, Deputy Assistant

         14  Chief, the New York City Fire Department.

         15                 CAPTAIN SWEET:  Good afternoon, Mr.

         16  Chairman and members of the Council.  I am Captain

         17  Kerry Sweet, Executive Officer of the New York City

         18  Police Department's Legal Bureau, and I am honored

         19  to be here today on behalf of Police Commissioner

         20  Raymond Kelly, to express our support and gratitude

         21  for the bill before you, Intro. No. 252- A.

         22                 The bill celebrates the lives of 71

         23  heroic members of the New York City Police

         24  Department and Fire Department.  This City lost so

         25  many extraordinary individuals during the terrorist
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          2  attacks on September 11, 2001, that it is still

          3  difficult to comprehend the depth of our loss even

          4  after a year.

          5                 I could speak at great lengths about

          6  the heroic actions of all emergency and rescue

          7  officers who responded to the World Trade Center on

          8  September 11th, but I will be speaking specifically

          9  about two member of the NYPD who perished on that

         10  day, Detective Claude Richards and Police Officer

         11  Moira Smith.  And due to the tragically large number

         12  of heroes being honored under Intro. No. 252- A, I

         13  will keep my comments brief.

         14                 Claude Richards enlisted in the

         15  United States Army at the age of 22, and served as

         16  an Army Airborne Ranger.  After leaving the Army, he

         17  earned a Bachelor degree at New York University and

         18  was appointed to the New York City Police Department

         19  on January 3rd, 1983.  He was assigned to

         20  Neighborhood Stabilization Unit 14 and the 6th

         21  Precinct.  He was then assigned to the Bomb Squad in

         22  1986.  He was promoted to the rank of Detective in

         23  July of 1989.  Claude, or "Dan" as his friends and

         24  colleagues called him, assisted in the rescue

         25  efforts during the first bombing of the World Trade

          2  Center in 1993.  Dan took one- year leave of absence

          3  in 1996 in order to serve with the International

          4  Police Task Force in Bosnia.  His duties included

          5  disarming land mines that were scattered throughout

          6  the country.  In 1997, he returned to duty with the

          7  Bomb Squad and in December of 2000 he was promoted

          8  to the rank of Detective- Second Grade.  Dan showed

          9  his heroism numerous times while assigned to the

         10  Bomb Squad for close to fifteen years.  September

         11  11, 2001, was yet another day when Dan put himself

         12  in harm's way in order to protect others.  The

         13  renaming of West Street between Morton and Barrow

         14  Streets in the Borough of Manhattan to Detective

         15  Claude "Danny" Richards Way, as proposed under

         16  Intro. No. 252- A is a fitting way to honor the life

         17  and actions of a true hero.

         18                 Moira Smith was appointed to the

         19  Transit Police department on July 11, 1988 and was

         20  assigned to Transit Districts 2, 4, and 30, before

         21  being transferred to the 13th Precinct in March of

         22  1996.  It was while Moira was assigned to Transit

         23  District 4 that she met her husband, Police Officer

         24  James Smith.  Then on July 20, 1999, Moira and James

         25  were blessed with a daughter, Patricia Mary.  We all

          2  remember the photos of Moira Smith leading a

          3  bloodied and injured man away from the World

          4  Traditional Center on that terrible day.  It was

          5  that heroism and commitment to the people of New

          6  York that made her return to the twin towers in

          7  order to save others, and ultimately resulted in her

          8  loss of her life. We also remember the heartrending

          9  photos of her husband and daughter receiving Moira's

         10  posthumous Medal of Honor.  Her niece, Allison

         11  Reddy, summed up her life at a memorial this past

         12  February, saying, "Her life was not defined by her

         13  final act, it was just an exclamation point on the

         14  life of a hero."  Intro. No. 252- A would honor that

         15  life by designating 74th Street between 5th and 6th

         16  Avenues, in the Borough of Brooklyn as Moira Smith

         17  Way.

         18                 At a time where we grieve for those

         19  we have lost, it is important to remember the words

         20  of Commissioner Kelly, when speaking about Moira; he

         21  said that what she and other officers did on

         22  September 11th, "changed that day from a day of

         23  total defeat and devastation to one of rescue and

         24  triumph."  I would like to thank you for allowing me

         25  to speak in support of Intro. No. 252- A at this
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          2  moment of both heavy sadness and deep pride, to give

          3  you a brief synopsis of the lives of two of the many

          4  heroes of September 11, 2001.

          5                 Thank you.

          6                 DEPUTY ASSISTANT CHIEF CASHIN:  Good

          7  afternoon, Chairman Addabbo and Council members.  My

          8  name is Thomas Cashin, and I am a Deputy Assistant

          9  Chief of Operations at the New York City Fire

         10  Department.  Thank you for allowing me this

         11  opportunity to testify in regard to the proposed

         12  local law Intro. No. 252- A.

         13                 As the anniversary of the most tragic

         14  day in the history of the Department and the City

         15  approaches, all of our hearts and minds are focused

         16  on the memories of those we have lost. While the

         17  Department has begun to rebuild and recover from the

         18  awful events of September 11th, we have done so with

         19  the memories of our fallen brothers always on our

         20  minds.

         21                 We believe that renaming of City

         22  streets is an appropriate, tangible and special way

         23  to honor our fallen heroes. These men, after all,

         24  drove those streets every day to save the lives and

         25  property of others.  For these reasons, the
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          2  Department commends and supports the renaming of

          3  City streets in honor of more than 30 of our 343

          4  members who made the supreme sacrifice on 9/11.

          5                 There are too many to mention

          6  individually, but many of them I knew personally, I

          7  worked with them, they were wonderful people.

          8  Individually, they contributed an awful lot to our

          9  Departments, training new members and delivering our

         10  service.  So naming these streets in their honor is

         11  a great tribute to them, to their families, and to

         12  the things that they did on 9/11.  So it is a

         13  privilege to be here to speak on their behalf.

         14                 Again, I thank you for the

         15  opportunity to testify in regard to this timely

         16  local law, and for recognizing the heroic actions of

         17  our fallen firefighters in this way.

         18                 Thank you.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Thank you,

         20  Chief Cashin.  Any questions from our Committee

         21  members at this point?  Council Member Gale Brewer.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  Thank you.  I

         23  just wanted to understand, I think this is very

         24  special for the families involved. But I wanted to

         25  understand, I think, I guess from the Chairman, how
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          2  were these names selected?  Because I noticed over

          3  the weekend, that the zip code, surprising to me,

          4  10021 had the most people killed.  Was this just

          5  individuals who are from the services?

          6                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  These are all

          7  individuals who were lost on 9/11, both uniformed

          8  services and individual workers. Their names have to

          9  be submitted to the Local Community Board, from

         10  there, obviously, that Council member will introduce

         11  them to the full Stated Council meeting so it gets

         12  allocated to this Committee, and from this

         13  Committee, we are voting upon these 81 today.

         14                 By all means, this in not the last

         15  hearing for these, you know, for other proposed name

         16  changes.  We try and do name changes periodically,

         17  you know, as time permits us to do in the agenda for

         18  the Parks and Recreation Committee.  So we will

         19  entertain another date for additional names given

         20  the number and the magnitude of those proposed name

         21  changes.  So we will have, you know, another date

         22  where we can entertain additional names, but this,

         23  you know, throughout the City.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  Okay, so each

         25  Community Board was notified and suggested that they
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          2  can partake if they wished, is that the idea?  I

          3  just thought that it was strange because 10021 has

          4  so many names.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Right.  After

          6  the Committee hearing we will go through the actual

          7  procedure with you.  But again, it starts with a

          8  proposal made to the Community Board.  Most

          9  Community Boards have a, you know, either a

         10  Transportation Committee or some type of committee

         11  on the Community Board that will entertain this type

         12  of proposal.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  I know, I

         14  suffered through it for many years.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Yes.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  The other

         17  question is, the cost, I noticed from this

         18  particular entry, it indicates that it is around

         19  $36,000 for these - -

         20                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Right.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER: - -  for these

         22  81 signs, or placards, or whatever.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Right.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  I know in my

         25  neighborhood, what we do, is we have, for instance,
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          2  Father Brown or Edgar Alan Poe or whatever, and it

          3  sort of goes below the number or the avenue.  Is

          4  that how it will be placed?

          5                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Yes, these are

          6  second name changes.  Obviously, the original name

          7  of the street will still be there for emergency

          8  purposes, it is better that we do not actually

          9  change the name of the street.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  Yes,

         11  definitely.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  And these will

         13  be identical DOT signs below the existing name of

         14  the street.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  Okay.  I also

         16  thought that $36,000 was a low ball number, I have

         17  to tell you, in that I have spent some time working

         18  on this.

         19                 And the other problem, so that you

         20  know, which is challenging is that people do steal

         21  those signs.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Yes.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  Edgar Alan

         24  Poe was stolen 12 times.  So it is something that

         25  does add up, just in terms of cost.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  It does.  Just

          3  in this case of these 81 names, I would hate to put

          4  a label of cost onto those who we had lost on 9/11,

          5  I would hate to put a monetary dollar amount on

          6  that.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  Okay, thank

          8  you.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  At this point I

         10  think we are ready for a roll call on the Intro.

         11  The Intro. Being 252- A.  When any member is voting,

         12  if they have to explain their vote by means of a

         13  statement, please do so.  We will then hear

         14  testimony from other Council members.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Gerson.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER GERSON:  I vote aye.

         17  And I thank the Chair and the Committee for your

         18  indulgence.  I am on call for a medical- related

         19  issue, and I am going to have to run immediately

         20  after voting.  So I appreciate that.  I vote aye,

         21  and having witnessed, first- hand, the heroism of

         22  the day, and I commend you for your testimony and

         23  fully agree that this is the appropriate way to

         24  acknowledge these heroes.

         25                 Thank you.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Addabbo.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Aye.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Brewer.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER:  Aye.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Foster.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER:  Aye.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Jackson

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER Jackson:  Aye on all,

         10  it is my pleasure.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Gallagher.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER Gallagher:  Aye.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Golden.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN:  Let me be

         15  excused to explain my vote.  Thank you, Sir.

         16                 Assistant Chief Cashin, how are you?

         17  Community person and Captain, thank you for coming

         18  here today.

         19                 I think it is an honor to have both

         20  of you present here today to testify before us.  I

         21  know that we have 81 names and I know there has been

         22  some conversation about the remaining names of

         23  different communities.  As far as I am concerned,

         24  there are 2,800 people that were lost, there should

         25  be 2,800 blocks, if that is what it takes.  We
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          2  wouldn't even notice them in the tens of thousands

          3  of blocks that we have here.  But it is a small

          4  tribute for a family, such as the Moira Smith family

          5  that grew up in Bay Ridge, we just named that

          6  street, yesterday, for her.  And her family and went

          7  to the school of Our Lady of Angeles, off of Chief

          8  Richies, his son, who grew up in Bay Ridge and

          9  Bensonhurst, who also perished.  And those outside

         10  of the, just a little bit outside, the Jimmy Quinn

         11  Way and Joseph Patrick Henry, and the other 78 names

         12  that are here today, or 77 names.

         13                 It is a small tribute to that family,

         14  a small tribute to the Police Department, a small

         15  tribute to the Fire Department, the EMS, Port of

         16  Authority, a small tribute that everybody that lives

         17  in this great City can look at that sign 100 years

         18  from now and know that there was a brave individual

         19  that died for a great cause, died defending this

         20  country and this nation.

         21                 And I thank you all for being here.

         22  And this is the right thing to do for our City, for

         23  our community, for our nation.

         24                 Thank you, I vote aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK:  By a vote of 7 in the
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          2  affirmative, 0 in the negative, and no abstentions,

          3  the item is adopted. Please, sign the Committee

          4  report.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Thank you very

          6  much.  At this point, we have a statement from

          7  Council Member Dennis Gallagher.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER:  Thank you,

          9  Mr. Chairman. I just wanted to thank you, the

         10  Council and the Mayor's Office for taking this bill

         11  and putting it forward.  I think it is so important.

         12    I have had an opportunity over the last couple of

         13  days to talk to some of the family members about

         14  this piece of legislation.  I have introduced, out

         15  of the total number, 11 residents of my community,

         16  and they are honored that this bill is going to be

         17  moving forward to remember their loved ones.

         18                 And if you could just indulge me for

         19  two minutes, I would just like to make sure that

         20  into a record is a little bit more than just the

         21  name of the individual, and I promise I will keep it

         22  very short and brief.

         23                 Lieutenant Michael Warchola, just to

         24  give you a little bit of background information.  He

         25  attended Stuyvesant High School, a Golden Glove
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          2  Boxer.  He fought under the name of Mike Warhawk

          3  Warchola.  He was completing his last 24 hours on

          4  tour September 11th, ready to retire, and he is

          5  survived by two children, Aaron and Amy.

          6                 Vincent Morello, I met with his wife,

          7  Debbie Morello, and I tell you that she is an

          8  inspiration to me.  She is such a strong woman.  And

          9  Vincent was 34, and he came from a family of public

         10  servants and firefighters.  His father, John, is a

         11  retired Fire Chief.  His brother Mark is also a

         12  firefighter.  And he is survived by Debbie and his

         13  two children, Justin and Page.

         14                 Firefighter John Heffernan, 36-

         15  years- old, one man well loved.  His sister, Deidre

         16  Heffernan, survived by his mother. And his brother,

         17  also, Brian, is a New York City Police Officer.

         18                 Firefighter Scott Larsen.  I had an

         19  opportunity to meet with their family, and he is

         20  survived by his children Marissa 9, Brenda 8, Scott

         21  5.  And on September 13th, their little brother was

         22  born, Mrs. Larsen gave birth two days after

         23  September 11th, and the name of August was the other

         24  son, and that was a name that they chose before the

         25  tragic day of September 11th.
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          2                 Somebody who I knew and I had a lot

          3  of respect for, and somebody who was well known in

          4  the community was Captain Patrick Waters.  I know

          5  him from his involvement, not only as a hero

          6  firefighter, but somebody who really very concerned

          7  with the community and was active in just about

          8  every organization that you could think.  He was a

          9  coach at the Ridgewood/Glendale/Middle Village

         10  Little League, he was a coach at the 104th Precinct

         11  Roller Hockey League, and he was also the President

         12  of his PTA at Sacred Heart School.  And his family

         13  truly misses him and he was a wonderful man.

         14                 Firefighter John J. Florio, everybody

         15  said about John Florio that he was an athletic.  He

         16  was a starting halfback for the first year that he

         17  tried out for the Fire Department Football Team.  He

         18  played baseball with the local Our of Lady of Hope

         19  Grammar School, and attended Saint Francis Prep High

         20  School.

         21                 Firefighter Michael Weinberg, another

         22  great athlete. As a matter of fact, he had played

         23  pro baseball for the Detroit Tigers Minor League

         24  System.  And the interesting thing about Michael is

         25  he was an avid golfer.  And at the time of the World
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          2  Trade Center he was in Forest Park, and he had a tee

          3  time, he got news of the World Trade Center, he knew

          4  that his sister was in their, and he heroically went

          5  to serve this City, this State and this nation by

          6  going to the World Trade Center.

          7                 Lieutenant Steven Bates, another

          8  gentleman who was very athletic, he liked running

          9  and swimming and bicycling.  Truly somebody who

         10  enjoyed his 18 years as a New York City Firefighter.

         11  Somebody who leaves behind very many close friends

         12  and family members who miss him dearly.

         13                 E.M.T. David Marc Sullins, when I was

         14  walking down Broadway and looking at the tributes, I

         15  happened to stumble upon a message that somebody

         16  wrote to E.M.T. David Marc Sullins talking about his

         17  life and how much he meant to so many people in this

         18  City.  And he is sorely going to be missed by his

         19  family and his sons, Julian and Christian.  But it

         20  is so wonderful that we are going to be able to

         21  honor his memory with this street change.

         22                 Michael A. Marti, Michael was my

         23  brother's good friend.  He was 26- years- old, he

         24  was a bond trader at Cantor Fitzgerald.  What a

         25  wonderful guy, his family misses him dearly. He
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          2  liked to lift weights, he was renowned for his skill

          3  in basketball.  He was a popular, gregarious guy,

          4  somebody whose life was cut short by cowardly

          5  terrorist.  And I am so pleased and thrilled that we

          6  are able to name the street after him.

          7                 And last, but certainly not least, is

          8  Lieutenant Kevin Pfeifer.  I know that many people

          9  watched the documentary and saw Lieutenant Kevin

         10  Pfeifer and his brother Joseph Pfeifer.  But Kevin

         11  lived probably about, right around the corner from

         12  me, and I have gotten to know his parents.  His

         13  niece and nephew go to school with my children.

         14  What an interesting guy, he learned to fly, he

         15  logged over 400 hours of flying time.  He loved

         16  sailing, he loved to bring his friends out to the

         17  races in Sandy Hook, and bring his nieces and

         18  nephews out onto Jamaica Bay.

         19                 And while the last one is not in my

         20  district, and I thank very much, my colleague,

         21  Council Member Melinda Katz for introducing this

         22  legislation, but it is Lieutenant Kenneth Phelan

         23  Way.  Another fine person that not only was a hero

         24  firefighter, but somebody who was so committed to

         25  the community, so loving and so supportive.  And I
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          2  know that this street name change is going to be

          3  something that the community loves and adores.

          4                 And I want to say again, Mr.

          5  Chairman, how much I really appreciate all your

          6  efforts for making sure that all these bills come

          7  through.  And I know each and every person here has

          8  a special story.  But I just wanted to, at least,

          9  point out some little tidbits of information about

         10  people who I know will be remembered, and we will

         11  honor them with this street name change. And I am

         12  hopeful that there are many other people that come

         13  forward and choose to seek out this type of honor.

         14  And I think it is a wonderful thing, because I know

         15  often the Council gets a bad name for street name

         16  changes, but in this incidence, this is a wonderful

         17  thing that we are doing, and I appreciate all your

         18  work, and thank you for allowing me this time.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  Thank you,

         20  Council Member Dennis Gallagher.  If there be no

         21  other testimony, I would just like to say, you know,

         22  what may have seem like a small gesture on behalf of

         23  this Committee to entertain these 81, name these 81

         24  individuals, I do hope that it plays a large part in

         25  what this City does in honoring these individuals.
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          2                 We will entertain other proposed name

          3  changes in the near future dates, so please, get to

          4  the Community Board, let these name changes come in.

          5    These 81 name changes that this Committee had just

          6  voted on and have approved, will be entertained this

          7  Thursday, September 12th at the full Stated Council

          8  meeting at 1:30, where it will be approved by the

          9  full Stated Council.

         10                 I want to thank all the individuals

         11  for coming today, my colleagues, as well, and their

         12  busy schedules.  Thank you very much.  I want to

         13  thank Frank Neely for his help here today, and Jeff

         14  Haverman for guidance us through this, as well.

         15                 Ladies and gentlemen, thank you very

         16  much.  God bless this country and God bless this

         17  City.  Thank you.  Meeting adjourned.
