Title:

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to defective trouble lights. 

Sponsor:
Council Members Reyna, Comrie, Dilan, Foster, Martinez, Monserrate, Rivera, Sanders, Seabrook, Vann and Lopez.

Summary of Legislation:  The proposed local law would amend Section 19-508 of the administrative code of the city of New York by adding a new subdivision c  that would require every for-hire vehicle or taxicab placed into operation to carry at all times a minimum of two spare turn signal type “lollipop” lights approved by the Taxi and Limousine Commission. These spare turn signal type “lollipop” lights would be used to correct defective trouble lights. In the event that any authorized enforcement agent indicates to a for-hire vehicle or taxicab driver that the vehicle’s trouble light is defective the driver shall have an opportunity to fix the malfunctioning light in the presence of the enforcement agent. If the replacement light restores the trouble light to working order, no summons may be issued for the defective light. A violation of the provisions of this subdivision shall be liable for a fine of one hundred seventy-five dollars in addition to the suspension of the license of such vehicle until the defective condition is corrected. 

Effective Date:
This local law would take effect ninety days after it is enacted into law.
