         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: Aye on all.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vallone.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER VALLONE: Aye on all.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye on all.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Weprin.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: Madam Public

         20  Advocate, I'd like to be excused to explain my vote.

         21                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: So ordered.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: I'd like to

         23  speak on Land Use 402 and companion Reso 953, which

         24  is a down-zoning for the Holliswood Community, which

         25  is in the 23rd District, which I represent, it's
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          2  also the neighborhood that I live in.

          3                 Many of its homes are built on

          4  significant sized lots with extensive landscaping

          5  and tall trees that serve to reinforce its unique

          6  setting in Holliswood. It is a key reason why

          7  families are attracted to the beautiful community in

          8  this idyllic setting.

          9                 In the 1960s, the community of

         10  Holliswood had undergone a zoning change and caused

         11  it to move from an R1 2 designation to an R2. Within

         12  the past several years, a change in the character of

         13  this neighborhood has taken place that exerts a

         14  detrimental impact on the community.

         15                 Developers have started to purchase

         16  houses on large lots and tear them down. On lots

         17  that once had one home we find several.

         18                 On one particular street we find that

         19  where two homes once stood, seven have been erected

         20  using every inch of space available.

         21                 The Holliswood Civic Association, the

         22  community organization that is representing this

         23  area has struggled to maintain their community

         24  against these developers whose only interest in this

         25  community is to make a profit and disappear only to
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          2  reappear only when another home comes up for sale.

          3                 At the request of the Holliswood

          4  Civic Association, I supported their efforts to

          5  address this crisis by seeking to have the area

          6  down-zoned from R2 to R1 2. This would serve to

          7  prevent profit hungry developers from further

          8  assaults on this community.

          9                 As a result of these efforts,

         10  hearings were held by Community Board 8 and the

         11  request was unanimously adopted and forwarded for

         12  approval to the City Planning Commission.

         13                 Preliminary Conversation with the

         14  Commissioner, as well as a visit by Chairperson

         15  Burden to the Holliswood Community, has served to

         16  bolster our belief that the change was supported by

         17  City Planning and it was unanimous at City Planning.

         18                 It is now for us to undertake a

         19  course of action and supporting this zoning change

         20  that will ensure the vitality of this community.

         21                 I therefore strongly vote aye on LU

         22  402 and Reso 953, as well as the other coupled

         23  orders.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Yassky.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER YASSKY: May I be
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          2  excused to explain my vote?

          3                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: So ordered.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER YASSKY: I vote aye on

          5  all, and I just want to note that with respect to

          6  Intro. 429 which extends the provision in the 421-A

          7  program that provides that in certain areas the

          8  benefit is available only if the project includes

          9  affordable housing.

         10                 I just want to commend Chair

         11  Provenzano for her work on this. I think this is a

         12  very worthwhile bill.

         13                 I want to also comment Chairperson

         14  Provenzano for a hearing she held a couple of weeks

         15  ago on some I think overbred (sic) in the 421-A

         16  program. If you open the real estate section of the

         17  newspaper on Sunday, you will find ads for

         18  apartments that are selling for a million dollars,

         19  $2 million, up to last Sunday's Times I saw one for

         20  $4 million that advertised 421-A benefits. So, this

         21  is an apartment selling for $4 million for which

         22  421-A benefits are available. I think that suggests

         23  that there is some real overbred in the 421-A

         24  program, and, again, I commend Chair Provenzano for

         25  the hearing she held on this, and I hope we can work
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          2  to save some of that taxpayer money.

          3                 Thank you.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA:  Yes.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Speaker Mr. Miller.

          9                 SPEAKER MILLER:  Aye.

         10                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: All items on

         11  today's general order calendar were adopted by a

         12  vote of 50 in the affirmative, zero in the negative

         13  and zero abstentions.

         14                 Introduction and Reading of Bills.

         15                 SPEAKER MILLER: All items are

         16  referred to the Committees as indicated on the

         17  agenda.

         18                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Discussion

         19  of Resolutions.

         20                 Seeing nobody, we're going to vote on

         21  the resolutions.

         22                 All in favor?

         23                 Sorry, Resolution Number --

         24                 SPEAKER MILLER: Well, I think you've

         25  got to give us the resolution to vote for, but we're
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          2  for it anyway, but tell us which one it was.

          3                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Sorry.

          4                 Resolution 898.

          5                 All in favor?

          6                 Opposed?

          7                 Adopted.

          8                 Resolution 899.

          9                 All in favor?

         10                 Opposed?

         11                 Adopted.

         12                 General Discussion.

         13                 Speaker Miller.

         14                 SPEAKER MILLER: This is a point of

         15  information from my colleagues. We will be recessing

         16  this meeting because in case of the need to adopt

         17  the budget, we can then bring the meeting back into

         18  existence with one hour's notice. My colleagues

         19  should be aware that if it becomes necessary, we

         20  will give you a call and we may need to get you down

         21  here quickly.

         22                 Just as another point of information

         23  for members. The reason that we do roll calls twice

         24  at the beginning of these meetings that are recessed

         25  is because we have to establish a quorum in order to
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          2  actually adjourn the meeting, and then you have to

          3  establish another quorum in order to be able to

          4  start the next meeting.

          5                 So, we do a roll call, we adjourn the

          6  meeting and then we do another roll call and then we

          7  convene the meeting, for those of you who are

          8  watching at home and we wonder why it is that we

          9  keep saying here. That is why.

         10                 So, just so people understand, at the

         11  end of this meeting we will be recessing this

         12  meeting. Members should be available. I know if you

         13  have changed your cell phones or contact

         14  information, you need to give it to the office

         15  downstairs to make sure that we know where to reach

         16  you in the case of emergency, and be prepared in

         17  case we need to come in quickly in order to take

         18  care of the people's business, and with that, thank

         19  you very much.

         20                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

         21  Member Jackson.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Thank you.

         23                 I just want to advise my colleagues

         24  that tomorrow at 1:00 p.m. there will be a hearing

         25  held in the 250 Broadway, 14th Floor, a hearing on
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          2  the apprenticeship training bill that was

          3  introduced, so I invite all of you to attend that,

          4  and members of the Contracts Committee.

          5                 Also, Thursday morning, Council

          6  Member James Sanders, Jr., the Chair of the Economic

          7  Development Committee, will be holding a joint

          8  hearing with the Contracts on the state of

          9  affirmative action in New York City specifically

         10  concerning minority and women-owned business. That's

         11  Thursday at 10:00 a.m., and I invite all of you to

         12  attend. Thank you very much.

         13                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

         14  Member Perkins.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Thank you

         16  very much.

         17                 I just wanted to bring once again to

         18  the attention of my colleagues the fact that

         19  tomorrow there will be a lead briefing for Council

         20  Members. That's tomorrow, June 18th, which happens

         21  to be my mother's birthday. Everyone please say

         22  happy birthday Helen Perkins.

         23                 And as a way of celebrating her

         24  birthday, I'm hoping that all of you will come in

         25  attendance to the briefing, the lead briefing at
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          2  12:00 p.m. in the Land Use conference room at 250

          3  Broadway.

          4                 It is a briefing in preparation for

          5  the hearing that will take place on the 23rd.

          6                 At that hearing there will also be a

          7  distribution of a very, very important report to be

          8  released by the Independent Budget Office that is

          9  good news for those of us that are looking for a

         10  solution to this problem of lead poisoning in our

         11  community.

         12                 It will show that the costs are not

         13  prohibitive. In fact, quite the opposite. That they

         14  are actually an incentive for us to go forward and

         15  surpass this legislation. And, so, I urge each and

         16  every one of you to please be there. It will be a

         17  very important meeting that will not take up all of

         18  your time.

         19                 Thank you very much. And my mother

         20  will be there to take attendance.

         21                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Seeing

         22  nobody else -- oh, sorry. Council Member Sanders,

         23  please.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER SANDERS: Thank you,

         25  Public Advocate. I just wanted to invite everybody
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          2  to a Juneteenth Celebration on the 19th of June, of

          3  course, where we will speak of Minority and

          4  Women-Owned Businesses, and I did want to widen it,

          5  because we've also been joined, we've been blessed

          6  to be joined by Council Member Barron, who chairs

          7  his very worthy committee and Council Members

          8  Boyland -- Council Members, I'm losing several of

          9  them, but we all will gather to explore the state of

         10  minority and woman-owned businesses, and we're going

         11  to do it Juneteenth, and I believe it's going to be

         12  a celebration. I believe at the end of it we're

         13  going to recommit the City to moving forward and

         14  finding its way in these troubled times. Now, I

         15  encourage everybody to come on out, it's going to be

         16  historic.

         17                 Thank you very much.

         18                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Seeing

         19  nobody else, the meeting is recessed.
