Resolution urging the New York State Legislature to require that gun owners obtain liability insurance for each firearm owned.


Proposed Reso 669-A urges the New York State Legislature to require that gun owners obtain liability insurance for each firearm owned.


Indicating that like “other large cities nationwide, New York City has suffered greatly from the effects of gun violence, paying a steep price to deal with its consequences,” Proposed Reso 669-A calls on the New York State Legislature to “require gun owners to procure liability insurance for their firearms in the event of any potential harm resulting from the use of their weapons.”  The proposed resolution indicates that by “requiring gun owners to carry liability insurance for every gun owned would offer a sensible, economics-oriented solution which has proven successful at minimizing losses from many other hazards” because this approach “simply places upon owners the reasonable expectation that they will be held accountable for any harm resulting from the use of their guns, thereby accurately allocating the risks entailed in gun ownership to the gun owner.”
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
