Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to the provision of a Code of Conduct to coaches, parents and players participating in a youth sports program that utilizes City facilities and/or receives City funding and to establish appropriate standards of behavior at youth sports events.

Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation seeks to prevent unruly behavior at youth sports events, including unsportsmanlike conduct, threats and assault.  The proposed legislation would require any organization that administers a youth sports program that utilizes city facilities and/or receives city funding to distribute and post a Model Code of Conduct or a similar Code of Conduct containing guidelines for conduct of behavior to be observed at youth sports events.  Any organization that meets the aforementioned criteria would be permitted to ban the presence of any official, coach, parent, player, spectator or other participant who repeatedly and egregiously violates the Code of Conduct, engages in verbal or physical assault, or initiates a fight or scuffle.  The organization would also be able to require participation in anger management counseling or its equivalent before permitting the offender to resume attendance at said sports events

Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.
