Title: A Local Law to amend the New York City Charter, in relation to the powers and term of office of the districting commission.


Sponsors:
Council Members Comrie, Baez, Brewer, Davis, Jackson, Monserrate, Nelson, Stewart and Weprin

Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation establishes time frames during which appointments to the Districting Commission must be made.  It also establishes that the Commission’s term shall end sixty days after the day of the first general election of the Council following the Commission’s adoption of a districting plan.  The legislation also mandates that the Commission take steps to ensure that the plan is effectuated.  Included in such steps is the submission of the plan to the United States Department of Justice for pre-clearance.   

Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately, and would be retroactive to the day the New York City Districting Commission files its final plan with the City Clerk pursuant to subdivision g of section fifty-one of the New York City Charter.
