Title:
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to liability of property owners for injuries caused by unsafe conditions on sidewalks.

Summary of Legislation: This bill amends section 7-210 to chapter 2 of title 7 of the New York City Administrative Code relating to    liability of real property owner for failure to maintain sidewalk in a reasonably safe condition. It shall be the duty of the owner of real property abutting any sidewalk, including, but not limited to, the intersection quadrant for corner property, to maintain such sidewalk in a reasonably safe condition. This legislation is designed to place liability with the party whose legal obligation it is to maintain and repair sidewalks that abut them and the property owners. Moreover, placing such liability squarely at the feet of such property owners will hopefully have the desired result of encouraging such property owners to better maintain and more expeditiously repair the sidewalks for which they are legally responsible. Finally, it should be noted that the placement of liability directly upon property owners would not apply under the bill to one-, two-or three family residential real property that is, in whole or in part, owner- occupied and used exclusively for residential purposes.

Effective Date: This legislation shall take effect on the 60 days after it shall have become a law and shall apply to accidents occurring on or after such effective date.
