	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the collection of glass and yard waste.

	Sponsors:
Council Member McMahon (by request of the Mayor). 



	Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation would amend Section 16-305.1 of the administrative code. Under this legislation, an alternate week recycling program of designated recyclable materials (paper, metal, plastic, and beverage cartons) in all residential districts would take effect July 1, 2003 and would expire March 31, 2004. In addition, the suspension of glass recycling would expire on March 31, 2004. Effective April 1, 2004, the Department would resume a weekly recycling program of paper, metal, plastic, beverage cartons and glass. Lastly, this legislation would authorize the collection of yard waste effective July, 1, 2003.



	Effective Date : This local law shall take effect immediately.
