Title: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to creating a civil cause of action against those who sell illegal or forged documents.  

Reason for Support:  New York is the most diverse city in the world.  In fact, it is experiencing the largest wave of immigration in its history, with immigrants and their children making up as much as 60 percent of the city’s population of over 8 million. Unfortunately, this large and growing immigrant community has become a constant target for criminals selling forged or otherwise illegal documents.  Because of the economic burden this crime inflicts upon the city, including the cost of increased and sophisticated policing, this legislation would allow the city to bring a civil action against these criminals.
