	Summary of Legislation This legislation would amend the administrative code of the city of New York by adding a new section 10-163 that would: (1) increase the criminal penalty for any person who engages in or participates in any race, exhibition or contest of speed, or aid or abet in such race, exhibition or contest of speed, on any highway, street, alley, sidewalk, or any public or private parking lot or area, except as provided in the vehicle and traffic law; and (2) create a criminal penalty for those who participate as a spectator in any event or gathering held for the purpose of a race, exhibition or contest of speed not authorized pursuant to the vehicle and traffic law.



	Effective Date This local law shall take effect immediately.
