	Title: To amend the New York city charter, in relation to requiring the police department and the department of education to provide the public with information regarding school violence.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend Chapter 20 of the New York city charter by adding a new section 529 that would require the Department of Education (DOE) to make available to the public, via both its website and in paper form at all schools and all district and regional offices, incidents of criminal and seriously disruptive, dangerous or violent behavior in schools operated by DOE. The annual reports shall include certain school violence statistics on both a citywide and individual school (or co-located group of schools) basis and shall include school violence statistics collected by both DOE and the New York City Police Department (NYPD). The legislation would also require the Chancellor of DOE to develop guidelines to avoid duplicative reporting of statistics tracked by DOE and the NYPD. 



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect ninety days after its enactment.
