	Title: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to assault weapons.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend various sections of title ten of the administrative code with regard to assault weapons, including: mandating that the police commissioner inspect the specific semiautomatic centerfire or rimfire rifles or semiautomatic shotguns designated within the definition of assault weapon “at least three times per year”; denying a permit to possess, purchase or sell rifles and shotguns to any person who has been convicted of violating the city’s ban on the possession or sale of assault weapons; increasing the civil penalty for any person who violates the city’s assault weapons ban from the current civil penalty of ten thousand dollars to twenty-five thousand dollars “for each assault weapon disposed of or possessed”; and, at the discretion of the police commissioner, requiring any person convicted of violating the city’s assault weapons ban to surrender all firearms in his or her possession.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect ninety days after its enactment into law.
