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	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the placement of automated external defibrillators at certain public places.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require that the owner or operator of a public place make Automated External Defibrillators (AEDs) available in quantities and locations deemed adequate in accordance with rules promulgated by DOHMH.  For the purposes of this legislation, “public places” shall include the following: public buildings owned and operated by the City of New York, selected parks operated by the Department of Parks and Recreation, as determined by the Commissioner of Parks and Recreation according to the legislation, ferry terminals owned and operated by the City of New York served by boats with a capacity of one thousand or more persons, nursing homes, senior centers, golf courses, stadia, and gymnasiums and health clubs with a membership of at least two hundred and fifty people.  This legislation would also require that the owner or operator of public places place a sign advising the public of the availability of an AED as well as information on how to obtain training in how to operate an AED.  This legislation requires that DOHMH submit a report to the Mayor and the City Council twelve months after the effective date of this legislation that will detail the locations and quantities of AEDs placed pursuant to this legislation as well as additional locations deemed appropriate for the placement of additional AEDs.  Twenty-four months after the legislation’s effective date, and each year thereafter for the next succeeding three years, DOHMH shall submit to the Mayor and the City Council a report describing the quantities and locations of AEDs placed pursuant to this legislation.  This legislation grants to any individual who uses an AED, that has been placed pursuant to this legislation, to assist a person in need the limitation of liability provided in section 3000-a of the New York State Public Health Law.  This legislation does not impose a duty to act on any owner/operator, or their agent, of a public place in which an AED is placed, pursuant to this legislation.  The legislation also mandates that, within ninety days of the effective date of this legislation, DOHMH shall conduct a public awareness and education campaign in English and Spanish regarding cardiopulmonary resuscitation training.



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect 120 days after its enactment.

	Impact on Revenues:  None.



	Impact on Expenditures:  It is estimated that the cost of implementing this legislation will range from between $1 million to $1.5 million in Fiscal Year 2006, depending on the City’s ability to access State matching funds for public health expenditures.  Following initial purchase and installation, the future annual cost of this legislation will depend on the opening of new buildings and locations that would be covered under the requirements of this legislation.  The estimated cost of maintaining an AED through the replacement of batteries and pads is estimated to be $400 per defibrillator every two to five years.
