	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require DOB to maintain a list of permits issued for the erection or placement of antennas used for cellular phone service.  Currently, DOB requires permits for the erection or placement of antennas, but the permits required are alteration permits and there is not a separate category of permits for cellular telephone technology.  The list required by this legislation would contain the name, business address, and telephone number of the applicant, date of application, date the permit was issued and the location for which the permit was issued.  Such list shall be made available to the public upon request between regular business hours and shall be available to the public in electronic format on a 24-hour basis on the department’s website.
