	Summary of Legislation: The Council finds that employees working in various departments and agencies in the City

of New York have certain terms and conditions of employment similar to those of employees working in the City’s uniformed services, such as police, fire, sanitation and correction services. These terms and conditions of employment raise issues that are materially different than the issues affecting non-uniformed City employees. Furthermore, the Council recognizes that certain employees working in the City’s uniformed service have unique bargaining rights under the New York City Collective Bargaining Law. The Council finds that individuals working under the terms and conditions of employment similar to those employees working in the City’s uniformed services should be accorded the same unique 

bargaining rights as those accorded to individuals working in such services.
