	Summary of Legislation: This legislation aims to reduce the emission of pollutants by requiring all New York City school buses operated pursuant to a school bus contract with the Department of Education to use ultra low sulfur diesel fuel and the best available retrofit technology to make school buses and air cleaner to reduce childhood asthma and other respiratory illness.  The legislation requires that 50 percent of school buses used for each contract use best available retrofit technology by September 1, 2006 and 100 percent of such school buses use best available retrofit technology by September 1, 2007.  The bill also requires that school buses use ultra low sulfur diesel fuel by July 1, 2006 if certain fueling conditions are met.  Otherwise, such buses are required to use ultra low sulfur diesel fuel by September 1, 2006.                



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately after its enactment into law.

	Impact on Revenues: There would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.



	Impact on Expenditures:  There would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation because it only requires 50 percent of school buses to use ultra low sulfur diesel (ULSD) and best available retrofit technology by September 1, 2006 (Fiscal 2007).  Currently, approximately 50 percent of New York City school buses use ULSD.  The Governor announced in March 2005 that the New York Power Authority (NYPA) would provide $6 million to the City’s Department of Education to retrofit up to 1,000 school buses.
