	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene to track and report deaths of homeless persons in the city of New York.

	Summary of Legislation: Legislation mandates that, beginning January 1, 2006, the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (the Department) shall compile a quarterly report for submission to the City Council on the first day of the calendar quarter, indicating the incidence of deaths of homeless persons and persons living in homeless shelters during the quarter year which began on the first day of the sixth month preceding the month in which the report is required to be filed.  At a minimum, the report shall include the number of deaths during the preceding quarter of individuals known to be homeless, the community board district where each such decedent died or where such decedent’s body was discovered, an indication of whether the decedent was residing in a homeless shelter at the time of death, and the approximate age and gender of each decedent.  In addition, the Department shall submit to the Council and the Mayor an annual report summarizing and aggregating the information provided in their reports of the previous four quarters.  This annual report shall be submitted by January 15 of the calendar year following the four calendar quarters summarized in said report.  The Department may withhold information from either quarterly or annual reports about an individual decedent to the extent that such withholding is necessary to avoid disclosing the identity of such decedent, provided the Department shall specify when such information is withheld and shall report all other information about such decedent that will not reveal the identity of such decedent.  In each report, the Department shall describe the methodologies used to identify homeless persons and persons living in homeless shelters and an analysis of the validity of such methodologies.


	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately and shall be deemed repealed on January 30, 2012.
