	Summary of Legislation: This bill amends subdivision 8-a of Section 349-c of the Highway Law to require the State of New York to defend and indemnify the city of New York for property damage, personal injury, or wrongful death claims that arise out of the maintenance and repair of the State’s arterial highways.   

	Effective Date:  This legislation shall take effect immediately and shall apply to all actions or proceedings commenced on or after such date.
