         23  20055634 HKK. It is to landmark the Smith Gray and

         24  Company building at 103 Broadway.

         25                 LU No. 431. C050305 HAK. It is in
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          2  Council Member Boyland's district. It is a UDAAP to

          3  facilitate the development of new retail

          4  development.

          5                 LU Nos 439 and 440 are related. They

          6  are both in Council Member Foster's district.

          7  C050311 HAX. C050318 PQX. It is for a UDAAP and an

          8  acquisition of property.

          9                 LU No. 484. C050376 ZMM. Is a zoning

         10  text amendment in Council Member Perkins's district.

         11  Also in Council Member Perkins's district, a UDAAP

         12  to facilitate the development of three buildings,

         13  tentatively known as "The All Saints Housing," for

         14  99 residential units of low-income families. C050377

         15  HAM. LU No. 486 is a UDAAP in Council Member

         16  Barron's district. C050383 HAK, to facilitate

         17  development of a fourth-story building known as "The

         18  PSCH Dewitt Residence," for 19 studio apartments for

         19  low-income housing.

         20                 LU No. 535, is Council Member

         21  Moskowitz's district. 20055613. It is to land --

         22  HKM, to landmark the Summit Hotel.

         23                 The rest are UDAAPs. Council Member

         24  Baez's district, LU No. 450. Lopez's district, 455.

         25  LU 488, Council Member Vann, Boyland and James's
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          2  district. 489 is Council Member Barron and Dilan's

          3  district. And 532 is Council Member Vann's district.
