	Summary of Legislation: This legislation amends Subparagraph (i) of paragraph 2 section 12-126 of the administrative code of the city of New York to provide health insurance coverage, at the discretion of the Mayor, to the “surviving spouses, domestic partners and children of employees of the roadway repair and maintenance division of the department of transportation who died on or after September 1, 2005 and before September 28,2005.”   

 Under current law, the mayor may, in his or her discretion authorize health insurance coverage for the surviving spouses,

domestic partners and children of the uniformed correctional and sanitation employees who died on or after November 1,

1996 and before February 8, 2005. This legislation would amend the law to extend such health insurance benefits, at the

Mayor’s discretion, to the surviving spouses, domestic partners and children of certain employees of the roadway repair

and maintenance division of the department of transportation who died during the month of September 2005.         

As per the proposed legislation, health insurance coverage would be provided for the decedents daughter until the age of

19, or up to the age of 23 if certain higher education requirements are met. Benefits for the widow would be provided until her death.

Assuming that the decedents daughter maintains her higher education status until age 23 (and so

Continues to receive benefits until that age), and also assuming estimated annual cost increases in the city’s payment obligations, the total fiscal impact of this legislation over 40 years is likely to approach $910,000.
