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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I call the

          3  Committee on Land Use to order. Just so everyone

          4  knows what's going on here, we are voting out today,

          5  we are voting out today out of Land Use items that

          6  were relatively non-controversial. There are other

          7  items on the agenda, which we are meeting again on

          8  Monday. I believe it's the full Land Use Committee

          9  Meeting, and also Zoning and also Planning.

         10                 Just for Land Use, we're going to

         11  have -- if I can have everybody's attention, this

         12  will be an extremely brief meeting. Zoning at 9:30,

         13  9:45 is Planning, 10:00 will be Land Use on Monday.

         14  There are several items on that agenda that were

         15  modified and needed further discussion which will be

         16  voting out hopefully on Monday or not. And then my

         17  understanding from our Majority Whip is that

         18  session, Stated Meeting, has been added to Monday at

         19  1:30 so that everybody is aware of that. We're all

         20  learning this together.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: I just heard,

         22  I just wanted to share since we have so many members

         23  here, because of the State issues, we need to do the

         24  cap any Home Rules on Monday so it can age, because

         25  the State is leaving on Wednesday.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Good. Since all of

          3  you need to be here anyway, again, 9:30 is going to

          4  be Zoning, 9:45 is Planning, 10:00 is the full

          5  meeting of the Land Use Committee. 1:30 will be the

          6  Stated Council Meeting on Monday. So, hopefully

          7  we'll have all our issues resolved by the time that

          8  those meetings occur.

          9                 Today, however, we are pulling up

         10  three items from the Subcommittee on Planning,

         11  because they had issues -- Councilman Martinez,

         12  correct? We had issues of getting a quorum the other

         13  day, so we're going to pull up three items here and

         14  vote them.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Yes. I also

         16  want just a point of information.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Was the

         19  issue with Council Member Perkins and Arroyo

         20  resolved?

         21                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Council Member

         22  Arroyo's is not resolved yet. We'll be doing that

         23  Monday in your Committee, I think that's the only

         24  one. Right. And Councilman Perkins's issue has been

         25  resolved.
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          2                 There are two Council Perkins's

          3  items. Councilman Perkins is now good with both of

          4  them. Council Member Arroyo is still waiting for

          5  confirmation on the information that you and her

          6  discussed.

          7                 All right, any other questions on

          8  just informational issues?

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Madam Chair,

         10  point of privilege?

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: I just want

         13  to again tell my colleagues that it is extremely

         14  important that we show up to the Subcommittee

         15  meetings. I mean, these are very important issues to

         16  our colleagues in their perspective district, and

         17  I'm sure that if an item comes before the Committee

         18  concerning your district, you would want those

         19  issues addressed.

         20                 So, again, I'm asking my colleagues

         21  to make sure that on your agenda the Subcommittee

         22  meetings are reflected and that we make it because

         23  there are very important items coming up to the

         24  Subcommittee that need to be dealt with.

         25                 Thank you, Madam Chair.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Excuse me,

          3  everyone. The down side of having to call up an item

          4  from Chairman Martinez's committee is that this is

          5  now the hearing for those three items.

          6                 There is someone to speak, so I'm

          7  going to open that up first, on Item LU No. 413,

          8  which is a UDAAP in Councilman Barron's district.

          9  C050267 HAK. It is a UDAAP for Multistreet

         10  Apartments (phonetic), with approximately 47

         11  low-income residential units to be developed by HPD.

         12                 I understand that there is a speaker

         13  here on those items.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Excuse me,

         15  Madam Chair. I think he's just here to witness it.

         16  We already spoke and I just want to say a few --

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Sure. So, instead

         18  they're not testifying.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Yes, I just

         20  wanted to thank my colleagues in advance. Yes, this

         21  is a two-story building and 47 units, very

         22  low-income, and it's very affordable, to say the

         23  least, for our community and EBC, the East Brooklyn

         24  Congregation has teamed with the developer, and I

         25  just want to thank you for your support in advance.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you. And I

          3  really just want to reiterate what Chairman Martinez

          4  said. I mean, the confusion that happens is that

          5  sometimes the system just doesn't work because the

          6  issues can't be flushed out at the Subcommittee

          7  meetings and it really is incumbent upon all of us

          8  to make sure that there are folks at the

          9  Subcommittee meetings. Especially since here at Land

         10  Use, I can't tell you the number, you know the

         11  number of questions that always come up on the

         12  substance, and that's the stuff that should be

         13  brought up at the Subcommittee meeting.

         14                 Please make sure they're on your

         15  schedule.

         16                 Having no other speakers, I'm going

         17  to close the hearing of the Subcommittee on

         18  Planning, on those three issues, open up Land Use

         19  for discussion, after I go through the agenda. All

         20  right?

         21                 LU No. 406. UDAAP in Councilman

         22  Perkins's district. C050232 HAM, for 15 residential

         23  units.

         24                 LU No. 413. UDAAP. Councilman

         25  Barron's district. Already discussed. C050267 HAK.
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          2                 Councilman Perkins's district. UDAAP.

          3  C050286 HAM. It is a UDAAP for 186 units of housing

          4  to be developed by HPD's cornerstone program.

          5                 LU No. 463, Council Member Quinn's

          6  district. N050297 ZRM. It is modification of sign

          7  and frontage regulations in the Fifth Avenue

          8  Subdistrict.

          9                 I believe that's Rockefeller Center.

         10                 LU No. 483. Three-party transfer.

         11  20055450 HAQ. It is in three Queens Community

         12  Boards, 3, 12 and 14. It was laid over from the

         13  meetings of Land Use on May 19th and June 2nd.

         14                 All right, the items on Linden

         15  Boulevard and Council Member Comrie's district were

         16  taken out pursuant to the Council Member's request.

         17                 LU No. 496 is related to 497, 498,

         18  499. This is the Lincoln Center application for

         19  their expansion and renovation. It is a zoning text

         20  amendment. N050169 ZRM. It is a City Map change,

         21  C050098 MMM. It is a revocable consent. C050170 GFM.

         22  And it is also an acquisition of an easement,

         23  C050219 PQM.

         24                 LU No. 500. 20055499 CCX. It is a

         25  cafe in Woodlawn, in Council Member Koppell's
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          2  district.

          3                 LU No. 504. It is the landmarking of

          4  the Germania Bank Building, 20055504 HKM. And

          5  N050117 ZRM. It is Manhattan Community Board 5 in

          6  Council Member Moskowitz's district. It is the

          7  widening of the entryway for General Motors.

          8                 Any discussion?

          9                 Council Member Comrie.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Yes, I want to

         11  thank Commissioner Clarke, the Land Use staff here.

         12  Also Terzah Nasser from the Housing staff on working

         13  with me to remove 187-17 and 187-19 Linden Boulevard

         14  from the third-party transfer program, in rem action

         15  No. 51.

         16                 I know it was difficult working with

         17  the owner, but I appreciate their time and effort

         18  and patience so that we got to this point today. So,

         19  I want to thank all parties involved.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Any other comments,

         21  suggestions, questions?

         22                 Call the roll, please.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Katz.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on all, and I

         25  want to also just once again say that I'm the
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          2  daughter of someone who grew up in Lincoln Center. I

          3  do believe this is going to be a good project for

          4  the City of New York. I congratulate them on their

          5  plans.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye on all.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Quinn.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Barron.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Aye on all.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Comrie.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Aye on all.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Yes on all.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye on all.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sanders.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER SANDERS: Aye on all.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Seabrook.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEABROOK: Aye on all.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye on all.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lanza.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Aye.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Aye.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Felder.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Aye.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of 14 in the

          9  affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         10  abstentions, all items are adopted.

         11                 Council Members, please sign the

         12  Committee reports. Thank you.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Please remember the

         14  Subcommittee meeting is on Monday. There is quite a

         15  few topics on the agenda for at least the Zoning

         16  Subcommittee, but also for Miguel Martinez's

         17  Committee, and 10:00 Land Use, okay?

         18                 Thank you, everybody. We're going to

         19  hold it open for ten minutes.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Rivera.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: Being that

         22  there is nothing controversial on it, I vote aye on

         23  all.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote currently

         25  stands at 15.
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          2                 The vote currently stands at 16 in

          3  the affirmative (sic).

          4                 The final vote on the Committee on

          5  Land Use stands at 15 in the affirmative, zero in

          6  the negative and no abstentions.
