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          1  PLANNING, DISPOSITIONS AND CONCESSIONS

          2                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON NELSON: Thank you.

          3  The Subcommittee on Planning, Dispositions and

          4  Concessions, May 31st, will now commence.

          5                 Oh, other members joining us, Joel

          6  Rivera, Vincent Gentile, and Andrew Lanza. Oh, and I

          7  am Mike Nelson, temporary chair.

          8                 The first item we're opening up is

          9  Land Use No. 410, who actually this is going to be

         10  laid over til June 2nd, 9:45 a.m.

         11                 Item No. 412, Council Member Reyna's

         12  district.

         13                 Anybody to speak on this item? Okay,

         14  close item.

         15                 Land Use No. 444, Council Member

         16  Perkins's district. Any speakers on this? Close

         17  item.

         18                 Oh, I have to read a letter for this

         19  one. A letter is from Council Member Bill Perkins.

         20  Unfortunately, I cannot be here today, but I

         21  respectfully ask that the following be read into the

         22  record.

         23                 "As always, I am happy when

         24  development takes place in my district because of

         25  what that could mean potentially to my constituents.
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          2  Housing, economic and employment opportunities for

          3  the community are among some of the possible

          4  benefits.

          5                 However, there are also concerns

          6  related to the affordability, product and work

          7  quality, safety practices and maintenance of the

          8  project. How well has this developer developed,

          9  and/or managed property in the past? How sensitive

         10  and responsive they are to the community's needs?

         11  How were any problems they may have had resolved?

         12  Have they been responsible and good neighbors? These

         13  are some of the many important questions that come

         14  to mind whenever a project is before me.

         15                 When I learned that Phipps Houses was

         16  one of the developers in this project, I was

         17  concerned because of their strong opposition to and

         18  court actions against the Childhood Lead Poisoning

         19  Prevention Bill, Local Law 1 of 2004.

         20                 This law calls for preventative

         21  measures to be taken because children are poisoned

         22  and provides for safe work practices and clean-up

         23  measures that will greatly reduce the risk of

         24  children being affected by lead poisoning.

         25                 I am relieved to be informed by
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          2  Phipps Houses that they will no longer be taking

          3  part in any efforts to dismantle this very important

          4  bill, and they support the law and will comply fully

          5  with it in all of their properties.

          6                 Further, Phipps Houses has shared

          7  with me their intent to contact their colleagues

          8  driving this opposition and urge them to comply with

          9  the law and stop opposing these critically needed

         10  protections for children.

         11                 With this, I am pleased to support

         12  this project, and look forward to Phipps Houses

         13  developing safe housing for New Yorkers in the

         14  future.

         15                 And this is again by Council Member

         16  Bill Perkins in his district.

         17                 Thank you. So, that was, again, Land

         18  Use 44, and no speakers are here for that. We close

         19  that item again.

         20                 Now we just jump to Land Use Item No.

         21  451, UDAAP, also in Bill Perkins's area.

         22                 Okay, chair recommends an aye vote on

         23  all.

         24                 I ask Counsel to call the roll,

         25  please.
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          2                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          3  Nelson.

          4                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON NELSON: Aye on

          5  all.

          6                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          7  Rivera.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: Aye on all.

          9                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         10  Gentile.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: Aye on all.

         12                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         13  Lanza.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Aye.

         15                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: By a vote of

         16  four in the affirmative, none in the negative and no

         17  abstentions, the aforementioned items are approved

         18  and referred to the full Committee.

         19                 ACTING CHAIRPERSON NELSON: Okay,

         20  closed.

         21                 We will leave the vote open for about

         22  five minutes, and we'll recess until 9:45 a.m.

         23  Thursday morning, June 2nd. Thank you.

         24                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         25  Monserrate.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER MONSERRATE: Aye on

          3  all.
