          2                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Good morning,

          3  everyone. This is a very quick hearing for the Civil

          4  Service and Labor Committee.

          5                 My name is Joe Addabbo. I chair the

          6  Committee. And I appreciate your patience. I know

          7  Economic Development will be starting right after

          8  this, but this is a very quick vote on a very

          9  important labor issue.

         10                 We are once again voting on Intro.

         11  629-B, which would amend the City Charter,

         12  Administrative Code, prohibiting employers from

         13  locking in their employees overnight and basically

         14  barricading any exits, thus protecting what the

         15  employers deem their goods, but not protecting their

         16  employees, and it does become an unsafe condition.

         17                 We had voted on this on August 17th

         18  of this year. We had to amend minor language

         19  regarding the posting of signs. That is why we are

         20  back here today.

         21                 But, again, this is to amend the

         22  Administrative Code, prohibiting employers from

         23  locking in employees overnight in the workplace.

         24                 I want to thank the Committee and the

         25  staff, my Legislative Aid Steve Adenesio, Joan

         13                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Yes.
