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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: It's now 10:35, and

          3  just to tag onto what Council Member Sears said, and

          4  also Chair of the Subcommittee, Council Member

          5  Avella, we do need to start on time here, especially

          6  Land Use.

          7                 Land Use is also a distinct Committee

          8  in that, especially on session days when a lot of

          9  folks are also late, we have to get the paperwork

         10  also done before the session starts.

         11                 You know, we're all adults and we all

         12  have a lot of busy schedules, and I understand that,

         13  but if we can try to get here on time, that would be

         14  terrific.

         15                 There was a lot of folks when we

         16  changed administrations that wanted to be on Land

         17  Use. Everyone wanted to be on Land Use, and although

         18  me and the Chairs of the Subcommittees are very

         19  honored by it, it also would be helpful if we could

         20  start on time.

         21                 So, all right, let's do it.

         22                 LU No. 31. C060129 ZMK, is a Home

         23  Crest rezoning in Council Members Nelson, Felder and

         24  Stewart's district. It's the rezoning of 70 blocks

         25  to exist to reflect the existing development that is
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          2  now there. It will be a 97 percent conformity.

          3                 LU No. 33. C060109 ZMX, Council

          4  Member Vacca's district. It is Brush Avenue

          5  rezoning. Three blocks of land, two-family detached

          6  houses. It's rezoned to reflect the farm and

          7  preserve the low density in the community.

          8                 LU No. 34. Woodlawn rezoning. Council

          9  Member Koppell's district. C060110 ZMX. It is a

         10  40-block rezoning.

         11                 LU No. 35. Baychester rezoning.

         12  Council Member Seabrook's district. It's rezoned to

         13  limit the two-family houses, to limit the density.

         14  C060108 ZMX.

         15                 LU Nos 36 and 37 are related. They're

         16  the Sheepshead Bay rezoning and text changes.

         17  Council Member Fidler's district, and Council Member

         18  Nelson's district. It is N060133 ZRK, and C060132

         19  ZMK. It is to allow zoning changes to take effect in

         20  a special district, and to protect the low-rise

         21  character of the community.

         22                 The rest are all UDAAPs. I'll just go

         23  through the Land Use Nos. 19, 20, 21, 26, 39, 41,

         24  42, 43, 45, 46 and 58. LU No. 44 is a motion to file

         25  pursuant to withdrawal by the agency, and that is in
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          2  Council Member Dilan's district.

          3                 Open for discussion.

          4                 Council Member Felder.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Thank you. I

          6  just want to reiterate the discussion we had at

          7  Chairman Avella's meeting, vote on Tuesday, about

          8  the legislation that the Chair mentioned is in fact

          9  in the hopper to make sure that constituents

         10  throughout the City, when they are going to be

         11  subject to rezoning, the City should be mandated to

         12  inform them by mail or certified mail, in the same

         13  manner that they inform people that they owe taxes

         14  by block and lot so that we don't have situations

         15  that we continuously face when people come in like

         16  Tuesday and say, you know what? I found out three

         17  days ago they're changing the zoning in my

         18  neighborhood. That's not fair.

         19                 And if the City is serious about

         20  transparency, I think it would be important and

         21  helpful that each person, property owner in a

         22  particular district that's being rezoned, be

         23  notified about it months in advance. X number of

         24  months in advance.

         25                 Chair Avella said there is a bill
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          2  presently sponsored by Councilman Gennaro, I think,

          3  and I just think that's something that we should try

          4  to expedite because there are going to be more

          5  rezonings as the years come by and at a minimum,

          6  whether they like it or dislike it, property owners

          7  should have the right to know way in advance what

          8  effect will take place in terms of the value of

          9  their properties.

         10                 Thank you.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you very

         12  much, Councilman Felder.

         13                 Anybody else?

          3  abstentions, all items are adopted, and LU 44 is

          4  filed.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We'll leave the

          8  roll over for ten minutes, okay?

          9                 All right, once again, let's try to

         10  be here timely. It would be helpful.

         11                 And when is the next Committee

         12  meeting? Not the day of the session, right?

         13                 Check your schedules for the next

         14  meetings. I don't know when it is. Dimissed.
