	Title: An act to amend chapter 697 of the laws of 2004, amending the general municipal law relating to certain disabilities incurred by members of the uniformed force of sanitation departments, in relation to extending the provisions of such chapter.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would extend Chapter 697 of the laws of 2004, which established a presumption with respect to heart disease, which results in a disability in a member of the uniformed force of a paid sanitation department, until June 30, 2007.

Specifically, the bill establishes that the portion of the General Municipal Law, which established that sanitation workers suffering from disability or death due to heart disease sustained the impairment in the performance of their duties, would be effective for individuals suffering a disability or who die prior to July 1, 2007.



	Effective Date: This legislation shall take effect immediately.
