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          2                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Good morning

          3  everybody. Welcome to the Subcommittee on Planning,

          4  Dispositions and Concessions.  Glad you are all here

          5  on a snowy April morning.

          6                 Let me introduce the Council Members

          7  who are joining us today.  From my right hand side

          8  Council Member Maria del Carmen Arroyo, Council

          9  Member Maria Baez, Council Member Helen Diane

         10  Foster. Council Member Melinda Katz is the Chair of

         11  the Land Use Committee. Council Member Eric Gioia,

         12  Council Member Inez Dickens, Council Member Annabel

         13  Palma, Council Member John Liu, -- I'm sorry,

         14  Council Member Charles Barron in between, Council

         15  Member Julia Ann Dickens, Council Member John Liu

         16   -- Sorry Mr. Barron. Council Member Jimmy Oddo, the

         17  Minority Leader from Staten Island, Council Member

         18  McMahon, Council Member Larry Seabrook.  Thank you

         19  all for being here.

         20                 We are here to hear, to consider two

         21  matters today, the first is Land Use Number 60 and

         22  61, which are related to the South Jamaica Urban

         23  Renewal Plan, an amendment to that, secondly is the

         24  Yankee Stadium redevelopment.  We had a Hearing of

         25  the Yankee Stadium, redevelopment on March 28th in
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          2  full and the process for that will be today.  A vote

          3  of the Subcommittee on Planning, followed by a vote

          4  of the Full Land Use Committee, which will happen

          5  immediately following this Subcommittee.  And then

          6  later today at 1:30 p.m. a Full Council at 1:30

          7  p.m., we'll consider the Yankee Stadium

          8  redevelopment, since I know that this is a point of

          9  significance interest today.

         10                 But we are going to start with the

         11  first items that we have, Land Use number 60 and 61.

         12  I'm going to call HPD up to the table.

         13                 Carol Clark are you here?  Ms. Clark,

         14  come join us.  This is an amendment to the South

         15  Jamaica Urban Renewal Plan.  It's a ULURP, UDAAP and

         16  we would just like you very briefly to introduce it

         17  for us, and welcome again.

         18                 MS. CLARK: Thank you.  This will

         19  facilitate the construction of a two- family house.

         20  Council Members White and Comrie have communicated

         21  with us and they are in favor of this project.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Any questions

         23  on this plan, Land Use 60 and 61?  Opening the

         24  Hearing on Land Use 60 and 61. Seeing no member of

         25  the public wishing to testify on the South Jamaican
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          2  URA Plan, which is C050422HUQ and C050423HAQ, Land

          3  Use 60 and 61. I am going to close the Hearing on

          4  those matters and we are now going to move to a --

          5  Well, thank you Ms. Clark for joining us, as usual.

          6                 We are voting today for the purpose

          7  of considering the Yankee Stadium Redevelopment

          8  matter, which is Land Use Number 78 through 88.  I

          9  want to make it very clear that this a Subcommittee

         10  of the Land Use Committee.  We are voting on these

         11  Land Use items only today.  That is our

         12  responsibility as the Land Use Committee under the

         13  New York City Charter.  We are not voting on any

         14  community benefits agreements or Metro North

         15  stations or anything else other than the specific

         16  Land Use matters here today. Those include of course

         17  a park addition, demapping of street, acquisition of

         18  property, a major concession, special permit for

         19  parking.

         20                 And just to summarize the plan, it's

         21  principle features are a new 54,000 spectator

         22  stadium, with 53,000 seats and 1,000 standing spaces

         23  for the New York Yankees.  Approximately 15.82 acres

         24  of new recreational parkland, exclusive of parklands

         25  under water, which will be used for parking.  An
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          2  additional 10.22 acres of upgraded recreational

          3  facilities and park amenities on existing parklands

          4  and 1.01 acres of waterfront esplanade and

          5  landscaped open space that will not be mapped as

          6  parkland.  And finally four new garage facilities

          7  that will add to the parking inventory in the area.

          8                 Because of the timing of the day, I

          9  thank you all for your patience.  Also, I'm going to

         10  ask that the Committee Members of the Full Land Use

         11  Committee and Committee Members of the Subcommittee

         12  save your comments on specifically these Land Use

         13  items for the Full Land Use Committee, if your have

         14  them and for the Full Council and accordingly I'm

         15  going to ask the Council to call the roll on these

         16  matters, specifically of members of the Subcommittee

         17  and the Chair recommends an aye vote.

         18                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Chair

         19  Garodnick.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Aye on all.

         21                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         22  Baez.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on all.

         24                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         25  Dickens.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER DICKENS: Aye on all.

          3                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Aye vote of

          4  three in the affirmative, none in the negative and

          5  no abstentions.  The aforementioned items are

          6  approved and referred to the Full Committee.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON GARODNICK: Thank you Ms.

          8  Shawn.

          9                 We are now going to adjourn the

         10  Subcommittee, and I am going to hand the gavel over

         11  to the Full Land Use Committee Chair, Melinda Katz.
