          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We now have a

          3  quorum and we're ready to start. So, we can move

          4  along. I know there's a lot of meetings at the

          5  Speaker's Office, a lot of budget meetings, so we

          6  will try to get through this as quickly and

          7  painlessly as possible.

          8                 LU No. 74, the Fabria Houses. Council

          9  Member Mendez's district. C060281 HAM. This is two

         10  buildings in a recreational space. The project will

         11  provide 37 units of housing for individuals and

         12  families at low income.

         13                 LU No. 106 and 165 are related. They

         14  are in Council Member Gennaro's district. They are a

         15  zoning map amendment to address the out of character

         16  development, and also will include the new R5D in

         17  the areas that can support higher-density

         18  development.

         19                 And I'm sorry, 165 is the City-wide

         20  text amendment for R5D. This is a new zoning

         21  designation. It's a text amendment to create the R5D

         22  to allow moderate density, multi-family dwelling,

         23  require parking spaces and front yard plantings.

         24                 LU No. 178. Common ground community

         25  residence in Council Member Gerson's district. He
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          2  has approved of the project. Special permit to allow

          3  the community facility FAR to be applied to this

          4  not-for-profit institution with sleeping

          5  accommodations.

          6                 The project is housing with

          7  supportive services.

          8                 LU No. 179. Council Member Avella's

          9  district. This is a sidewalk cafe, and it is a

         10  motion to disapprove. A motion to disapprove, which

         11  means a yes vote is voting with the Chair. Motion to

         12  disapprove.

         13                 Council Member Gioia and Council

         14  Member Gallagher's district, Maspeth Woodside

         15  rezoning. C060294 ZMQ. This is a long-awaited zoning

         16  map amendment to preserve the character of the

         17  neighborhood, prevent out-of-character development.

         18                 LU No. 189 is the Beacon School in

         19  Council Member Gerson's district. Primary

         20  intermediate school to be sited and the mixed-use

         21  building to be constructed by a private developer.

         22                 It is approved of by Council Member

         23  Gerson. 20065349 CCM.

         24                 The rest are all UDAAPs. No. 94, in

         25  Council Member Jackson' district. 131 in Council
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          2  Member Jackson's district. 167 in Stewart's

          3  district, Council Member Stewart's district. 168 in

          4  Council Member Clarke's district, and 181 in Council
