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Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the New York city charter in relation to requiring a comprehensive long-term plan

Bill Summary:

This bill would create a ten-year comprehensive planning cycle connecting budget, land use, and strategic planning processes. The cycle would include a review of City conditions, including racial and socio-economic disparities, access to opportunity, displacement risk, short- and long- term risks, impacts of prior development and budget decisions, and current and projected infrastructure needs. A Citywide Goals Statement would set targets for housing, jobs, open space, resiliency infrastructure, City facilities, schools, transportation, public utilities, and other infrastructure.

The plan would include: (1) strategic policies for achieving Citywide goals; (2) an analysis of the Zoning Resolution and recommended changes; (3) District Level Targets to distribute growth, infrastructure, amenities, and services equitably; (4) Community District land use scenarios; and (5) Community District budget needs.

Council adoption of the plan and extensive outreach would be required.

Takes effect January 16, 2025:
· section 22 (relating to capital plant inventory and maintenance estimates). 

Takes effect April 25, 2025:
· section 21 (relating to the frequency of the ten-year capital strategy).

· section 11 (relating to statements of alignment for land use applications);
· section 13 (relating to rationales for applications that conflict with the comprehensive long-term plan);
· section 14 (requiring Council review of City Planning Commission decisions that conflict with preferred land use scenarios); and 
· section 25 (relating to responses of the Board of Standard and Appeals to recommendation in the long-term plan).
