CHAIRPERSON SALAMANCA: Thank you. Good morning and
welcome today’s remote New York City Council hearing
on the Committee of Land Use. This is a vote. At
this time would all panelists please turn on their
video for verification. Once again, all panelists
please turn on your video. I ask everyone to please
place electronic devices on silent or vibrate mode.
Thank you. Chair Salamanca we are ready to begin.

CHAIRPERSON SALAMANCA: Thank you SERGEANT OF

ARMS. Good morning. I am Council Member Rafael
Salamanca. I am the Chair of the Committee on Land
Use. Today we’ve been joined by my colleagues. We

have Council Members Adams, Ayala, Barron, Borelli,
Diaz Senior, Gibson, Grodenchik, Koo, Levin, Chair
Moya, Reynoso and Chair Riley. Today we will vote on
several applications referred out of our
subcommittees, but before we begin I would like to
recognize the Committee Counsel to review the
remoter meeting procedures.

Thank you, Chair Salamanca. I am Julie Lubin

Counsel to this Committee. Council Members who

would like to ask questions or make remarks should
use the Zoom Raise Hand function. The Raise Hand
button should appear at the bottom or the
participant panel. I will announce Council members
who have questions or remarks in the order that they
raise their hands. Chair Salamanca will then
recognize members to speak. We ask that you please
be patient if any type of difficulties arise today.
Chair Salamanca will now continue with today’s
items.

CHATIRPERSON SALAMANCA: Thank you Counsel. From
our Landmarks Subcommittee today we will vote to
approve LU 730 the Suiter Avenue East New York
Partnership Homes Application, the application
submitted by the Department of Housing and
Preservation and Development requests waivers of the
designation requirements of Section 693 of the
General Municipal Law and waiver of the requirements
of 197-C and 197-D of the New York City Charter. It
also request approvals of the projects as an Urban
Development Action Area project for property located
at Block 4049 part of Lot 25 in Brooklyn Council
District represented by Council Member Barron. This

application will facilitate the conveyance of a

small interior lot to the adjacent affordable
housing development. From our Housing Zoning
Subcommittee... I'm sorry. From our Zoning
Subcommittee we will vote to approve Preconsidered
LU 734 and 736 for the 91-32 63rd by rezoning the
latest property in Council Member Koslowitz’s
district in Queens. The proposal seeks zoning map
amendment to change an existing R4-C2-2 district to
a R7A/C2-3 district, and a related zoning text
amendment to establish a Mandatory Inclusionary Area
utilizing Options 1 and 2. Together these actions
will facilitate the development of a new nine-story
mixed-use building with approximately 74 dwelling
units up to 24 which would affordable as well as
ground floor commercial use and accessary parking.
We will also vote to approve Preconsidered LU 737
for the 245-01 Jamaica Avenue Rezoning related to
property in Council Member Grodenchik’s district in
Queens. The proposal seeks a Zoning Map Amendment
in an existing R-4 district to change C1-3
commercial overlay district to a C2-3. This will
enable the applicant to file a special permit
application to the Board of Standards and Appeals to

legalize a physical culture establishment within an

existing commercial building. We will also vote to
approve—we will also vote to approve with
modifications Preconsidered LUs 718 and 719 for the
1620 Cortelyou Road Rezoning related to property in
Council Member Eugene’s district in Brooklyn. The
application seeks a zoning map amendment and zoning
text amendment to facilitate the development of a
new nine-story mixed-use building. As proposed, it
would contain approximately 85 apartments up to 16
of which would be affordable as well as ground floor
commercial use and 44 accessory parking spaces.
However, after discussion with Council Member
Eugene, the applicant will provide 80 apartments, 23
of which will be permanently affordable. Our
modification would be to remove MIH Option 2 while
retaining Option 1. Members of the Committee and
members representing affected districts who have
questions or remarks about today’s items should use
the Raise Hand Button now. Counsel, will you
announce members who have raised their hands.

LEGAL COUNSEL: Yes, Council Member Grodenchik
has his hand raised.
CHATRPERSON SALAMANCA: Council Member Grodenchik

COUNCIL MEMBER GRODENDHIK: Thank you Chair
Salamanca. I just want to urge a vote to approve
this very modest change in the zoning in my
district. 1It’s the only second Land Use issue that
has come this far in my district. We’ve worked very
closely with the applicant and their attorney, with
the local Community Board and local civics, and we
have put a restrictive declaration in place that has
been filed to prevent any changes beyond what we are
hoping to see and hoping to help our New York City
small business to stay in business at this location.
So, I thank you for your indulgence Mr. Chair, and
with that my remarks are done.

CHATIRPERSON SALAMANCA: Thank you Council Member
Grodenchik. I would like to also recognize Council
Member Barron. Council Member, you have the floor.

COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Thank you. I'm a
little spotty here so I may go off camera. I hear
that the receptions that they are not viewed. So, if
I go off T hope my voice still goes on. I just want
to call attention to Land Use 730. It’s a conveyance
and it will simply facilitate a portion of land that
had not initially been designated that that should

have been attached to the adjoining homeowner’s
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COMMITTEE ON LAND USE 8

property that’s 730, but I do have questions.
Unfortunately I didn’t get them to you earlier, but
in terms of 718 and 719 I understand now that it’s
going to only be Option 1. So, what, in fact, are
the AMIs percentage breakdown in that category as
well as the 735 and 736, and again, I apologize. I
normally have that in advance, but I did not get
that information.

CHAIRPERSON SALAMANCA: Yes, Council Member if
you give me one minute let me get that piece for
you. Okay, just give me one... give me two minutes.

COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Thank you.

LEGAL COUNSEL: Chair, should we proceed with the
vote while we’re getting that information for
Council Member Barron?

CHATIRPERSON SALAMANCA: I would like to gather
that information before we vote.

LEGAL COUNSEL: Okay.

CHATIRPERSON SALAMANCA: So, if you just can give
me one second. I’'m sorry Council Member Barron. I
have that information, and I left it in my office

and I’'m at home.
